CY 2003 TRANSIT GRANT APPLICATION
The public hearing to consider the calendar year 2003 Transit Grant application was convened this
3" day of September 2002, in the Commissioners’ Meeting Room.
Jerry Haddix, Grants Coordinator, explained the grant application and the local cash contribution
estimated at $388,871 for 2003, down from $402,490 for 2002. He then stated the proposed grant
