SUBJECT: Initiate Text Amendments to the Warren County Rural Zoning Code 
BACKGROUND 

The Zoning Code requires regular updates to keep up with ongoing changes in State low, or that require process 

improvements or to clarify the intent of a standard . On May 71h, 2024, the RPC and the Warren County Building and 

Zoning Department has a work session with the County Commissioners to discuss potential amendments to the Zoning 

Code. including directions for the regulation of Solar Forms; minimum lot wid th; and miscellaneous updates. Stoff 

provided policy questions for discussion a nd the following themes emerged from the work session discussion: 

Staff should suggest regulations for Solar Farms (less than 50 MW), 

Clarify language for establishing minimum lot wid th, and 

As required, comply with new State low fo r Solar Farms. 

The proposed amendments below address changes related to Solar Forms; minimum lot width; and the public 

notifica tion process. The proposed text amendments to the Warren County Rural Zoning Code were drafted by the 

Warren County Zoning Deportment staff and the Warren County Regional Planning Commission staff and reviewed 

by the Prosecutor's Office.

SEC 3.101 AGIUCULTURAL USE REGULATIONS IN SUBDMSIONS: ORC Section 
303.21 exempts certain agricultural practices from local zoning authority as specified in 
Section 1.103.7. For the purposes ofthls Section, animal husbandry includes U1e raising 
or caring for any kind ofan.imal, inclusive of pets. Nonexempt agricultural uses shall 
comply with the following requirements: 

(A) TI1e use shall not create a nuisance, disturb the peace, and result in a healU1 or safety 
violation reported to or acted upon by the appropriate enforcement authority, and 
animals shall be contained on the site; 

(B) Agricultural structures shall comply with applicable requirements of Section 3. 1 02; 

(C) No such structure shall be located in the front yard, nor in an area required for on-site 
sewage treatment, a well isolation radius or any easement for drainage or utilities; 

(D) Agricultural use structures shall not exceed eighteen (18) feet in height; 

(B) On a lot U1at is three (3) acres or less, agricultural use may consist ofthe growing of 
crops, fruits, vegetables, flowers and plants and only animal husbandry for not more 
than three (3) dogs and cats. Ifthey are housed in an accessory structure, it shall be at 
least fifty (50) feet from a non-farm property line; 

(F) On a lot U1at is greater Ulan three (3) acres, but not more than five (5) acres, U1e 
agricultural use shal l comply with the following: 
(I.) The number of animals shall not exceed I animal unit per fenced acre; 
(2.) The number of birds shall not exceed I bird unit per acre; and 
(3.) The accessory structure that houses an animal unit or tbe confinement areas for a 

swine and bird units shall be setback at least eight five (85) feet from a non-fam1 use. 
(4.) All bird and animal units shall be confined. 
(5.) One rooster is allowed per parcel. 
(6.) Animal husbandry for not more than five (5) dogs or cats.

SEC 3.102 ACCESSORY USES, BUILDINGS AND STRUCfURE STANDARDS: 

3.102.1 Accessory Usc: Accessory uses must: 

(A) Be customarily associated with and incidental, subordinate and secondary to a legally 
established principal permitted use and be in accordance with all requirements of this 
Code; 

(B) Be operated on the san1e lot as the principle use, unless otherwise provided. 

3.102.2 Residential Accessory Bui ldings: Accessory buildings, including garages, shall be 
permitted as an accessory use to principal use buildings in any residential district in 
accordance with the following requirements: 

(A) The number of detached accessory buildings per lot, building heigh~ and setbacks shall 
be permitted as fo llows:

(B) Accessory buildings require a permit in compliance with Section 1.30 I. In addition to 
the requirements of that Section, the zoning permit application shall i.nclude the 
following: 

(I) A plot plan of the lo~ premises, or parcel that illustrates the location of the 
proposed accessory building and all other buildings and structures on the 
property. 

(2) The approved or future site of the wastewater disposal system, if applicable. 

(C) Specia l Height Exceptions: 

(I) Where unusual, problematic or special lot circumstances warrant flexibility, a 
waiver to the standard height requirements for accessory buildings and 
structures on parcels of two acres or greater is allowed by the Zoning Inspector 
upon consideration of the following factors: 

(a) Elevation ofU1e parcel; 

(b) Adequate screening from the public right-of way; 

(c) The beneficial effect of existing terrain and vegetation; 
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(d) Uses of contiguous parcels; 

(e) The impact on lhc privacy of adjacent sites; 

(f) The aesthetics and compatibility of lhe accessory structure; and 

(g) The height in relationship to the height and location of the primary 
building. 

(2) The Zoning [ru;pector's determination per subsection (1) above may be appealed 
in accordance with the Administrative Appeal process pursuant to Section 
1.3l0.2. 

(D) Accessory buildings less than one-hundred fifty ( 150) feet away from the right of way 
shall be located in the rear or side yard. 

(E) An accessory structure is not permitted on a lot less than three (3) acres, prior to the 
establishment of a principal use stmcture, unless the foUowing requirements have been 
met: 

(1) A building permit has been issued and the footer approved for the principal use 
structure; 

(2) The location of an accessory building is found acceptable in relation to the 
future principal structure; and 

(3) The location of the accessory building does not interfere with U1e central 
sanitary sewer or the on-site wastewater disposal system as detemlined by the 
approving auU1ority. 

(F) An accessory stmcture is permitted on lots greater lhan three (3) acres and less than five 
(5) acres prior to the establisluneut of the principal structure ifthe use is for storage of 
equipment, materials, suppl ies and vehicles which are necessary for maintaining lhe 
property, and complies with the following requirements: 

(I) One ( l) accessory building with a maximum size twelve hundred (1200) square 
feet shall be permitted until the establishment of the principle slmcture sbaU 
occur. 

(2) Minimwn building setback is one hundred and fifty (150) feet from the right-of­
way or required front yard setback for panhandle lots. 

(3) The location ofthe accessory building does not interfere with the central 
sanitary sewer or the on-site wastewater disposal system as determined by the 
approving auU10rity. 

(G) The total footprint of accessory buildings shall not exceed fifty percent (50%) of the 
foo tprint of the principal structure on a lot that is less than one (I) acre. On a lot greater 
than one ( l) acre but less than two (2) acres, U1e total footprint of accessory buildings 
shal l not be greater than the principal building footprint. On a lot that is greater U1ru1 two 
(2) acres but less than five (5) acres, the total footprin t ofU1e accessory buildings shall 
not exceed two (2) times lhe footprint of the principal building. 

(H) All accessory buildings shall meet the fo llowing setback requirements: 



(1) Accessory buildings shall be set back a minimwn often (10) feet from rear and 
side property Jines. 

(2) Accessory buildings shall be set back a minimum often (I 0) feet from a 
principal building. 

(I) In platted subdivisions, any accessory building used for containing animals shall also be 
subject to the requirements speci fied in Section 3. 101. 

(J) Accessory buildings must be anchored per the building code or if less than two hundred 
(200) square feel then must be anchored on all four (4) comers with screw-type or post­
in concrete-type of anchor. 

(K) A transportation vehicle without wheels; shipping containers; railroad cars; truck vans, 
bus bodies, vehicles and similar prefabricated items and structures originally built for 
purposes other U1an U1e storage of goods and materials are not pemlitted to be used as 
accessory buildings on property zoned residential or on property the primary use of 
which is residential. 

Notwithstanding the provisions set forth above, the temporary placement of shipping 
containers on residentially zoned properties, or on properties U1e primary use of which 
is residential, for the limited purpose of loading and unloading household contents 
shal l be pemlitted for thirty (30) days within twelve (12) monU1S period and may be 
extended by the Zoning Inspector up to Ulirty (30) additional days. 

3.102.3 Non-Residential Accessory St ructure: 

(A) An accessory structure is not permitted prior to the establishment of a principal use 
structure, unless the following requirements have been met: 

(I) A building permit has been issued and U1e footer approved for the principal use 
structure; and 

(2) The location of an accessory building is found acceptable in relation to the 
fu ture principal structure; and, 

(3) The location ofU1e accessory building does not interfere wiU1 the sanitary sewer 
or the on-site wastewater disposal system as determined by the appropriate 
authority. 

(B) The total area of accessory buildings shall be inc! uded in the floor area ratio allow3Tlce 
for the site. 

(C) Detached accessory buildings shall meet the nlinimum setbacks required by the district 
in which located. 

(D) Accessory buildings must be anchored per U1e building code or if less than two hundred 
(200) square feet, Olen must be anchored on all four (4) comers with screw-type or post­
in concrete· type of anchor. 



3.102.4 Commercia l and Recreational Vehicle Parl<i ng in Rcsicl cntial Districts: Parking of 
commercial and recreational vehicles are limited to the side and rear yards in all 
residential districts. Such vehicles shall be located on a dust free driveway typical of the 
neighborhood and, shall comply with the requirements of Section 3.1 04. Commercial 
and Recreational Vehicles are subject to the following: 

(A) Commercial Veh icles: 

( I) One (I) commercial vehicle not exceeding eight (8) tons (sixteen 
iliousand/16,000 pounds) gross vehicle weight may be parked in an unenclosed 
area 

(2) One (l) additional vehicle may be parked if placed in an enclosed building 
operated by a resident ofilie property and located on a site greater than five (5) 
acres. 

(3) One (I) commercial vehicle cOJmected to a trailer not exceeding eight (8) tons 
(sixteen thonsand/16,000 pounds) gross combined vehicle weight may be parked 
in any unenclosed area 

(B) Recreationa l Vchicl e.s: 

( I) Recreational vehicles for the purpose of storage on a lot with a primary 
residential structure and not for purpose of habitation are subject to the 
following: 

(a) Permitted in all residential districts 

(b) A maximum oftwo (2) Iecreational vehicles are pennitted in the rear and 
side yards. Any additional recreational velticles must be stored in an 
enclosed building. Lots of five (5) acres or more are exempt from Utis 
standard provided U1e vehicles are not visible from the public right-of­
way. 

(2) Recreational velticles for the purpose of habitation are subject to the following: 

(a) The nse is prohibited in all residential districts, except for the purpose of 
providing temporary visits for a period lasting not more than seven (7) 
days and exceeding two (2) limes in twelve (12) monU1s. 

(b) May be used in accordance wiili Section 3.204.2(B) (l-3) Construction 
Related Activities. 

(c) Shall not to be c01mected to any public utilities or on-site septic system. 

(3) Parking or storage of recreational velticles, boats, utility traile~s or similar items 
is prohibited within the front yard, except for loading and unloading wltich does 
not exceed forty-eight ( 48) hours. 

' 3 .102.5 Drive-In or Drive-Thru Service Faci lities: A drive-irlor drive-ilirough service facil ity 
sball satisfy the following requirements:

(5) The turning radius of any curve in a driveway lane shall be sufficient to require 
only forward movement; i.e., no backing up to get Unough any curve in Ute 
drive-through lane. 

(B) Facility S upport Hcguircmcnls: 

(1) Sign age: Sign age shall comply with requirements specified in Article 3, Chapter 
6, except for the following menu board and clearance sign provisions: 

(a) May have two-way audio communication broadcasting; 

(b) Limited to forty-eight (48) square feet; 

(c) Shall not exceed eight (8) feet in height with the exception of clearance 
signs and they may be determined by the height and width of the structure

(A) No persou, fum, or corporation shal l accumulate, collect, deposit, dump, dispose, 
maintain, or store, or allow the same on any property under the person's control or 
responsibility, any junk, junk vehicle, or other types of salvageable solid waste, or 
construction/demolition debris, outside of an enclosed area or area not entirely screened 
from the visibility of surrounding properties, except iu the zoning district where 
expressly pem1ittcd. 

(I) Processed fi rewood for a property 0\Vller's personal use is not junk. Raw 
material that has not been processed even though it can be processed into 
firewood, including, but not limited to, logs, branches, limbs, pallets, untreated 
dimensional lumber, and other wood products that have not been painted, 
stained, chemically treated or coated, is not firewood and does constitute junk 
and is subject to Section 3.104 (A) . 

(B) Violation of this section shall be subject to prosecution in a court of competent

Code Section 5501 :1-10-1, et seq.; and, the Warren County Airport Zoning Code. 

SEC 3.109 ADAPTIVE REUSE OF IDSTORIC STRUCTURES INCLUDING DARNS: 

(A) Purpose: To encourage the viability, reuse, restoration and rehabilitation of historic 
structures including barns which are no longer associated with an agricultural use, by 
allowing for specified uses not otherwise allowed in the district in which they are 
located, within the current dimensions of such structure. 

(B) Applicability: All adaptive reuse, and associated restoration and/or rehabilitation, of 
historic stmcturcs i11cluding barns shall be considered a conditional use subject to 
review by the BZA. 

(C) Allowed Uses: The following additional uses, if not otherwise allowed in the district, 
may be allowed, subject to conditional use review:

(4) Day Care Facility 

(5) School

(8) Antique/Gift Shops 

(9) Restaurants

(II) Uses approved by the BZA 
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(D) Historic Eva luation: 

( I) If the subject structure does not meet the definition of"Historic Structure" in 
Article 4.103, then the BZA may detem1ine the structure to be historic if it is 50 
years in age or older and any one oft11e following criteria is satisfied.

(2) TI1e applicant must provide documentation justifying the structures historic 
designation. 

(E) Spccin I Reg uirements: All adap tive reuse, nstoration, and rehabilitation of historic 
struc! urcs shnll a lso meet the fo llowing requ irements: 

(I) The proposed adaptive reuse shall not significantly alter the footprint, essential 
character, or immediate surroundings. In reviewing proposals for adaptive reuse 
of historic structures, the BZA shall also consider the suggestions of the 
Comprehensive Plan and whether the historic character can be retained to a 
practical extent. 

(2) A zoning permit issued for an adaptive reuse shall clearly state that the use is 
allowed only as a permitted use oft11e existing structure, and shall not be re­
established i f t11e structure is substantially modified, except in accordance wit11 
the requirements of these regulations. 

(3) ln the event that the structure is destroyed or demolished, the structure may be 
reconstructed, and tbc use re-established with the approval of t11e BZA. In 
allowing such reconstruction and re-establislunent, the BZA shall determine 
t11at, in addition to meeting conditional use standards, U1e replacement structure 
closely replicates the historic structure in architectural style, fonn, massing, 
scale, and building material.

SEC 4.101 CONSTRUCriON OF LANGUAGE: For the purposes of this Resolution, tem1s or 
words shall be interpreted as fo llows: Words used in the singular shall include the 
plural, and the plural U1e singular; words used in U1e present tense shall include U1e 
future tense; the word "shall" is mandatory and not discretionary; the word "may" is 
permissive; the phrase "used for" shall include the phrases "arranged for," "designed 
for," "i.ntended for," "maintained for," and "occupied for"; the word "person" includes a 
fim1, association, organization, part nership, trust, company, or corporation as well as an 
individual; and the word "dwelling" includes the word "residence." 

SEC 4.102 TERMS NOT DEFINED: Terms not defined herein shall have U1cir customary 
meanings as found in the most recent editions of published dictionaries, including U1e 
Webster's New World Dictionary and the American Heritage Dictionary. 

SEC 4.103 DEFINl110NS: (Presented as follows in alphabetical order). 

Accc.ss lVfanagemenl: The process and action of providing for, and managing access to, and from land 
by vehicles typically associated wiU1 the use location, while preserving and promoting movement of 
traffic to be as safe and effective as possible, per the Access Management Regulations of Warren 
County, Ohio. 

Acccssor·v Buihl ing: A subordinate building, detached from, but located on, the same property as U1e 
principal building, the use of which is incidental to that of the principal building or use. 

Accessor-y Use: A subord inate use to U1e principal use of the premises. 

Adult Arcade: "Adult arcade" means any place to which the public is permit1ed or invited in which 
coin-operated, slug-operated, or electronically, electrically, or mechanically controlled still or motion 
picture machines, projectors, or other image-producing devices are regularly maintained to show 
images to five or fewer persons per machine at ru1y one tinle, 8lld in which the images so displayed are 
distinguished ur characterized by their emphasis upon matter exhibiting or describing specified sex-ual 
activities or speci fied Matomical areas.

Adult Boo kstore, Adult Novelty or Adult Video Store: 

(A) Me8lls a conuuercial establishment that, for 811Y fonn of consideration, bas as a signi fic8llt or 
substantial portion of its stock-in-trade in, derives a significMt or substMtial portion of its revenues 
from, devotes a significant or subst8lltial port ion of its interior business or advertising to, or maintains 
a subsl8lltial section of its sales or display space for tile sale or rental of any ofthe following: 

(i) Books, magazines, periodicals, or other printed matter, or photographs, films, motion pictures, 
video cassettes, compact discs, slides, or other visual representations, that are characterized by Uleir 
emphasis upon Uw exhibition or description of specified sex-ual activities or speci fied 8llatomical areas; 
(ii) Instruments, devices, or paraphernalia Ural are designed for use or marketed primarily for 
stimulation ofhum8rl genital orgms or for sadomasochistic use or abuse of self or oUwrs. 

"Adult bookstore," "adult novelty store," or "adult video store" includes a commercial establislunent 
as defmed in section 2907.38 of the Revised Code. An establishment may have other principal 
business purposes that do not involve the offering for sale, rental, or viewing of materials exhibiting 
or describing specified sexual activities or specified ru1atomical areas and st ill be categorized as 8ll 

adult bookstore, adult novelty store, or adult video store. The existence of other principal business 
purposes does not exempt an establishment from being categorized as an adult bookstore, adult 
novelty store, or adult video store so long as one of its principal business purposes is offering for sale 
or rental, for some form of consideration, such materials that exhibit or describe specified sexual 



activities or specified anatomical areas. 

Adult Cabaret: "Adult cabaret" means a nightclub, bar, juice bar, restaurant, bottle club, or similar 
commercial establishment, whether or not alcoholic beverages are served, that regularly features any of 
the following: 

(a) Persons who appear in a state of nudity or semi nudity; 

(b) Live performances that are characterized by U1e exposure of specified anatomical areas or specified 
sexual activities; 

(c) Films, motion pictures, video cassetles, slides, or other photographic reproductions U1al are 
distinguished or characterized by their emphasis upon ilie exhibition or description of spcci lied 
sexual activities or specified anatomical areas. 

Adult entertainment: Means U1e sale, rental, or exhibition, for any form of consideration, of books, 
films, video cassettes, magazines, periodicals, or live performances that are characterized by an 
emphasis on U1e exposure or display of specified anatomical areas or specified sexual activity. 

Adult entertainment establishment: Means an adult arcade, adult bookstore, adult novelty store, adult 
video store, adult cabaret, adult motion picture theater, adult theater, nude or semi-nude model studio, 
or sexual encounter establislm1ent. An establishment in which a medical practitioner, psychologist, 
psychiatrist, or similar professional person licensed by U1e state engages in medically approved and 
recognized ilierapy, including, but not limited to, massage ilierapy, as regulated pursuant to section 
4731.15 ofilie Revised Code, is not an "adult entertainment establishment." 

Adult group home: ORC 3722.01 means a residence or faci lity ilia! provides accommodations to six 
(6) to sixteen (16) unrelated adults and provides supervision and personal care services to at least iliree 
(3) of the unrelated adults. 

Adult Hotel o1· Motel: A commercial estabUshrnent which offers accommodations fo r any fom1 of 
consideration, which provides patrons with closed-ci rcuit television transmissions, films, motion 
pictures, video casset1es, slides, or other photographic reproductions, characterized by the depiction of 
"specified sexual activities" or "specified anatomical areas", and which advertises U1e availability of 
tllis sexually-oriented type of material by means of a sigr~ visible from a public right-of-way, or by 
means of any off-premjses advertising, including, but not limited to, newspapers, magazines, pamphlets 
or leaflets, radio or television; or offers a sleeping room for rent for a period ofless than ten 
(10) hours; or allows a tenant or occupant to sub-rent the s leeping room for a time period ofless than 
ten (I 0) hours. 

Adult Motion Picture Thea ter: Means a commercial establishment where films, motion pictures, 
video cassetles, slides, or similar photograpruc reproductions that are distinguished or characterized by 
ilieir emphasis upon U1e exhlbition or description of specified sexual activities or specified anatomical 
areas are regularly shown for any form of consideration. 

Adult Thea ter: Means a theater, concert hall, auditorium, or similar conuncrcial establishment that, for 
any form of consideration, regularly features persons who appear in a state of nudity or semi nudity or 
live perfom1ances that are characterized by U1eir emphasis upon the exposure of specified anatomical 
areas or specified sexual activities. 

Affordable (a.l<.a . Worl<foJ·cc) llousi og: Residential housing determined as critical to local economic 
sustainability per Lhe Warren County Comprehensive Plan, either for home ownership or rental, which 
is occupied, reserved or marketed for occupancy by households with a gross household income between 
eighty percent (80%) and one hundred percent ( 100%) of Ute County median gross income, as 
determined by the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD). 

Aggregate Base: Crushed rock capable of passing through a 3!.. in (19.05 nun) rock screen. 
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Agribusiness: Fanning and the businesses associated with farming, such as the processing of fann 
products, the sales, and repair of farm equipment and sale of farm products. 

Agricultural, Biotechnicnl: Agricultural use-related activity which uses bio-technical methods to 
modify Hving cells or organisms to produce substances or to perform processes involved in production 
of agricultural products. 

Agricultural P rocessing: Processing operations for agricultural products, including, but notlintited to, 
meat preparation, feed mills, dairy processing, timber processing, and fruit and vegetable packing, 
sorting, and grading, as an accessory use. 

Agricultural Research Facility: A facility for Ute investigation, testing and demonstration of 
agricultural products and processes, including bio-technical agriculture, veterinary, soil, plant, and 
animal sciences. 

Agricultural Structure: A stmcture used for purposes of agriculture as defined as Utis code and Ohio 
Revised Code Section 303.01. 

Agriculture: Per Section 303.01 ofthe Ohio Revised Code, includes: fantting; ranching; aquaculture; 
apiculture; horticulture; viticulture; animal husbandry, including, but not limited to, the care and 
feeding of livestock, equine, and fur-bearing animals; poultry husbandry and Ute production of poultry 
and poultry products; dairy production; the production of fie ld crops, tobacco, fruits, vegetables, 
nursery stock, ornamental shrubs, ornamental trees, flowers, sod, or mushrooms; limber; pasturage; 
any combination ofthe foregoing; Ute processing, drying, storage, and marketing of agricultural 
products when those activities are conducted in conjunction with, but are secondary to, such husbandry 
or production; or as ant ended. 

AgricultUt·e Support Services: Uses, which provide support and services to agriculture. 

Agrifou l'ism: An agriculturally related educational, entertainment, historical, cultural, or recreational 
activity, including you-pick operations or fann markets, conducted on a fanu that allows or invites 
members of the general public to observe, participate in, or e1ljoy that activity. 

Agrifourism Provider: A person who owns, operates, provides, or sponsors an agritourism activity or 
an employee of such a person who engages in or provides agritourism activities whether or not for a 
fee. 

Airport, Commercia l: Any runway, or landing strip, and related facilities/services (e.g., fuel sales, 
storage, repair services, and aircraft sales) designed or used by any person for the landing and take-off 
of aircraft by the public for conunercial purposes. 

Airport, P rivate: Any mnway, or landing strip, and related facili ties designed or used by any person 
for the landing, take-off, and storage of aircraft on their respective property, principally for their own 
use. 
Alleration: Any remodeling of, or addition to, the floor plan of a building or other structure, interior or 
exterior, which involves a change, or addition to, U1e supporting members (bearing wall, beants, 
columns, girders, etc.). Alteration also applies to the relocation of the building or stmcture or, in 
regards to a lot, any change in Ute recorded boundary and area of a parcel of record. 

Amateu1· Radio Tower: Shall mean any stmcture designed and constmcted primarily for the purpose 
of supporting one or more antennas, and used by a licensed amateur radio operator for amateur radio 
reception and transmission, with no commercial activity. The tenn includes any antenna or antenna 
array attached to the lower structure. 

Animnl, Exotic: Exotic animals includes, but is not limited to: Primates (gorillas, orangutans, 
chimpanzees, gibbons, siamangs, mandrills, drills, baboons, Gelada baboons only); Carnivores (all 
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wolves, a!! bears, lions, tigers, leopards, jaguars, cheetahs, cougars); Proboscidia (all elephants); 
Perissodactyla (all rhinoceroses); Artiodactyla (all hippos and African buffalos); Crocody!ia 
(crocodiles and alligators); Serpentes (all poisonous snakes); and Amphibians (all poisonous species). 

Animal Wastes: 
Excreta, bedding, wash waters, waste feed, and silage drainage from agricultural animals. 

Apartment: A unit within a multiple-unit structure with sanitation and cooking facilities intended for 
use as a residence by a single household. 

Appenl to the BZA: An application filed with, and requesting of, relief to be granted by the Board of 
Zoning Appeals (BZA) from an alleged error in any order, requirement, decision, or detennination of 
any requirement of U1is Code imposed upon the person filing the appeal by the zoning inspector. 

Appea l to a Com'! of Competent Jurisdiction: Per Chapters 2505 and 2506 of the Ohio Revised 
Code, a timely notice ftled wiU1 the Board of Zoning Appeals (BZA) once it has issued a final order, 
adjudication, or decision U1at detem1ines the rights, duties, privileges, benefits, or legal rights ofthe 
person filing such appeal, and upon exhausting this condition precedent, such matter may be reviewed 
by the Court of Common Pleas of Warren County, Ohio. 

Aquifer: A consolidated or unconsolidated geologic fonnation or series of formations that are 
hydraulically interconnected and that have the ability to receive, store or transmit water. 

Arcade, Amusement: A commercial facility wherein electronic games are played. Bingo and 
gambling devices are not included in this deftnition. 

Asbestos: Not defined in ORC - Webster's de[rnes it as "any of several minerals (as chrysotiJe) that 
readily separate into long flexible fibers, that cause asbestosis and have been implicated as causes of 
certain cancers, and that have been used especially formerly as ftreproof insulating materials." 

Assisted Living Faci lity: Not used in ORC - U1ey do have "Residential Care Facility", which means a 
home that provides eitl1er of ilie following: 

(a) Accommodations for seventeen (17) or more unrelated individuals and supervision and personal 
care services for three (3) or more of those individuals who are dependent on the services of others 
by reason of age or physical or mental impairment; 

(b) Accommodations for Ume (3) or more unrelated individuals, supervision, and personal care 
services for atleast lhree (3) of those individuals who are dependent on U1e services of others by 
reason of age or physical or mental inlpairment, and, to at least one of those individuals, any ofU1e 
skilled nursing care auU1orized by section 3721.011 [3721.01.1] ofU1e Revised Code. 

Area of Land Affected on a Minera l Extraction Site: The area of land which has been excavated, or 
upon which a spoil bank exists, or boU1. 
Basement: The floor space in a building, finished or unfinished, as living space, which is partially or 
wholly underground. 

Batching Plant: An industrial faci lity used for the production of asphalt or concrete, or asphalt or 
concrete products, including facilities for the administration or management of business, lhe 
stockpiling of bulk materials used in U1e production process or of finished products manufactured on 
the premises, and the storage and maintenance of required equipment, but not including retail sale of 
stockpiled bulk materials or finished products. (in compliance with U1e ORC1514.01) 

Bed and Breakfast: A business conducted in and by the residents of a single-family dwelling, wherein 
sleeping rooms are offered fo r pay lo transient guests. 

Berm: A man-made, linear earthen mound of at least eighteen (18) inches in height from grade 



designed to provide, buffering or screening of undesirable views, abate noise trespass, etc. (also see 
Buffer). 

Des! Management Practice CDMP): A practice or combination of practices that is determined to be 
the most effective and practicable including technological, economic, and institutional controls as a 
means of complying with the applicable standards of Chapter 903 of the Revised Code. BMPs may 
include stmctural and non-slructmal practices, conservation practices, prohibition of practices, 
schedules of activities, operation and maintenance procedures, and other management practices to 
prevent or reduce the pollution of waters of the state. BMPs also include treatment requirements, 
operating procedures, and practices to control faciJity site mnoff, spil lage, or leaks, sludge or waste 
disposal, or drainage from raw material storage. (OAC 901: I 0-1-01) 

Boarding House: A dwelling kept, used, maintained, advertised or held out to the public to be a place 
where long tenn [as provided in Section 3.203 (A) (3)) accommodations are provided for 
compensation fo r thirty (30) days or more. 

Duffer: An area ofhea!Uty and viable vegetation or mounded earth, adjoining or surrounding a land 
use, which is intended to screen and soften the effects from another use. 

Building: Any structure consisting offowtdations, walls, columns, girders, beams, floors, and roof, or 
a combination of any number ofUtese par1s, with or without other par1s or appurtenances. (ORC 
3781.06) 
JJuilding Height: The tallest vertical distance from the fmished grade at the front of the building to: 
(a) the highest point of a Oat roof; (b) the deck line of a martSard roof; (c) the average height between 
the eaves and ridge of gable, hip, and gambrel roofs; or (d) the average height between high and low 
points of a shed roof(see illustration). 

Building Line: (See Setback) 

Building, P rincipal: The main building(s) on a parcel in which the primary use is conducted. 
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Dulldng Agent: Any material added to a com posting system to provide structural support, improve 
aeration, or absorb moisture from the decomposing waste. (O.A.C. 3 745-27-0 I (F)(5)). 

Business: Any work, occupation, profession, activity, or buying and selling of commodit ies and 
services, commerce, or trade. 

Dusincss Activity: Any activity performed, conducted, maintained, or operated by one (1) or more 
person(s) as their work. occupation, profession, or involving buying and selling of commodities, the 
provision of services, commerce or trade, or approved home occupation in production and/or selling of 
goods or provision of service(s) in exchange for some fom1 of consideration. 

Business, Place Of: A place where the business activity as defined herein is conducted. 

Cam pground: An area or place (such as a field or grove) used for a camp, camping, or for a camp 
meeting. 

Camping Units: Portable dependent recreational vehicles, tents, sleeping equipment, and similar 
camping equipment used for travel, recreation, vacation, or business purposes. (O.R.C. 3729.01. (P)). 

Caretal<cr: An individual who is actively involved in on-site maintenance, service, security, or 
operation~ of a use. A proprietor may serve as a caretal<er. 

Carefnl<er Dwelling: An accessory residential unit occupied by a caretal<er. 

Cellar: (See Basement.) 

Cent ral Processing F acility: A site area location or tract of land on which one( !) or more building(s) 
or other completely contained installations engineered thereon are used for purposes of a solid waste 
transfer station, recycling facility, or resource/material recovery fac ility, but excluding incineration 
fue led by solid waste or that would bum it as a means for its reduction, disposal, or recovery as an 
energy resource. 

Central Sanitary Sewage System: An operating system of components and facilities for wastewater 
collection, treatment and disposal, whether public or private, which has been approved by the Board of 
Warren County Commissioners (BOCC) for location willtin a sanitary sewer improvement area 
desig11ated by Resolution ofthe BOCC for allowance U1ereof u1 llle Warren County Sewer District or 
alternatively in an area of the District released by BOCC Resolution to another entity to provide such 
service, determined solely attbe discretion ofthe BOCC. 

Ccmcte1y: A burial ground for earth interments; a mausoleum for crypt entombments; a colurnbarium 
for the deposit of cremated remains; and, a scattering ground for U1e spreading of cremated remains. 
(O.R.C. 1721.21). 

C.E.R.C.L.A.: TI1e Comprehensive Environmental Response Compensation and Liability Act, as 
an1ended by the Superfund An1endment and ReauU10rization Act, 42, U.S.C. 960 I et seq, as an1ended. 

Channel: The area between defmile banks of a natural or artificia l stream which conune and convey 
continuous or periodic flows of surface water, as defined in Ohio Revised Code Section 6105.0 I. 

Churches-Places of Worship, Large: Establishments U1at exceed ten thousand (10,000) square feet. 

Churches-Places ofWorsh ip, Smnll: Establishments that are less than ten lllousand (10,000) square 
feet and do not include a school or commercial daycare. 

Cistern : A tank that stores excess rainwater runoff. 

Clinic: A building, or portion thereof, the use of which provides medical, dental, or psychiatric 
services to outpatient clients only. 
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Club: Building and facilities owned or operated by persons as a non-profit corporation, association, or 
other organization for social, intellectual, and recreational purposes, for the members and lheir guests. 

Commencement of .Perm it Aclivity: Evidence of physical construction and/or change of use on lhe 
site for wltich a zoning permit has been issued. 

Commercial Usc: A type of nonresidential land use lhat has one or more oflhe following 
characteristics: I) the use is service-oriented; 2) the use sells retail items; 3) lhe use sells goods or 
products on a wholesale basis; or 4) the use has or has the need for open storage areas or warehouses its 
products. 'This includes both business establishments U1at customarily occupy standard retail/office 
space that require patrons to visit the establislunent and off-site businesses U1at due to equipment and 
vehicle storage or the processes used, typically require facilities in addition to standard retaiVoffice 
space. 

Commercial Kennel: Any property where a person, partnership, firm, company, or corporation 
professional engage in lhe business of breeding dogs for bunting or for sale. (955.02 ORC defines 
kennel owner) 

Commercial Tent: A temporary and portable structure used for non-residential purposes and which 
meets the Uniform building or Fire Code. 

Commercial Support SerYices: An establislunent providing services to business establishments or 
individual, on a fee or contract basis, including but not limited to advertising services; janitorial; 
business equipment and furniture sales or rental; protective services; telecorrmmnications; window 
cleaning; photocopy and mailing service; commercial photography studio; and other such services. 

Commercial Vehicle: MenrtS any motor vehicle designed or used to transport persons or property that 
meets any ofU1e following qualifications: (ORC 4506.01) 

(a) Any combination of vehicles with a combined gross vehicle weight rating of twenty-six U10usand 
and one (26,001) or more, provided lhe gross vehicle weight rating oflhe vehicle or vehicles being 
towed is in excess of ten thousand (10,000) pounds; 

(b) Any single vehicle wiU1 a gross vehicle weight rating oftwenty-six thousand and one (26,001) or 
more, or any such vehicle towing a vehicle having a gross vehicle weight rating that is not in 
excess often thousand (10,000) pounds; 

(c) Any single vehicle or combination of vehicles that is not a class A or class B vehicle, but is 
designed to transport sixteen ( 16) or more passengers including lhe driver; 

(d) Any school bus wiU1 a gross vehicle weight rating of less than twenty-six thousand and one 
(26,00 I) that is designed to transport fewer than sixteen (16) passengers including the driver; 

(e) Is transporting hazardous materials for which placarding is required under subpart F of 49 C.F.R. 
part 172, as an1ended; 

(I) Any single vehicle or combination of vehicles that is designed to be operated and to travel on a 
public street or highway and is considered by the Federal Motor Carrier Safety Administration to 
be a commercial motor vehicle, including, but not limited to, a motorized crane, a vehicle whose 
function is to pump cement, a rig for drilling wells, and a portable crane. 

Community Based Residentia l Socinl Serl'ice Facilities: Means hea!U1 and social services provided 
to persons in U1eir own homes or in commmuty care settings, and includes any of the following: 

(I) Case management; 
(2) Home health care; 
(3) Homemaker services; 
(4) Chore services; 
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(5) Respite care; 
(6) Adult day care; 
(7) Home-delivered meals; 
(8) Personal care; 
(9) Physical, occupational, and speech therapy; 
( 1 0) Transportation; 
(II) Any other health and social services provided to persons that allow U1em to retain their 

independence in their own homes or in community care sellings. (ORC uses 173.14) 

Compostiug: Composting is defined as the decomposition of organic matter U1at requires controlled 
conditions and yields temperatures conducive to thermophilic microorganisms, resul ting in humus-like 
organic material . (OAC 3745-27-01 (C) (4)). 

Composling Facili ties: Any site, location, tract ofland, installation or building used for com posting as 
the method for disposing of solid waste and which are classified according to Ohio Administrative 
Code: 

Class I: Solid Waste Composting Facilities: Means a facility where the owner or operator may accept 
yard waste, agricu ltural waste, animal waste, food scraps, mixed solid waste, bulking agents, additives, 
and authorized alternative materials. 

Class ll: Solid Waste Com posting Facil ities: Means a facility where the owner or operator may accept 
yard waste, agricultural waste, animal waste, food scraps, bulking agents, additives, and authorized 
alternative materials. 

Class m: Solid Waste Com posting Facilities: Means a facility where the owner or operator may 
accept yard waste, agricultural waste, animal waste, bulking agents, and additives. 

Class IV: Solid Waste Composting Facilities: Means a facility where U1e owner or operator may 
accept only yard waste, bulking agents, and additives limited to urea and bacterial or fungal inoculum. 

Common Area: Parcel(s) ofland, in a certain development, inclusive of facilities and improvements 
U1ereon, which are collectively owned and maintained by the owners of the building lots in the same 
development, for tbe use, maintenance, and enjoyment by those owners and their guests. 

Comprehensive Plan of Warren County, Ohio: A series of component documents (a.k.a. 
"elements") recommended by U1e Warren County Regional Planning Commission (RPC) and adopted 
by U1e Warren County Board ofConunissioners, which documents U1e goals, objectives, and policies 
for capital improvements progran1ming, economic development, housing, natural hazards mitigation, 
land use, parks and open space, sanitary sewer, water, transportation and any oU1er specified subject 
matters involving or related to use and development of l8J1d \viU1in Warren County, Ohio. 

Conditional Use: A use that is potentially acceptable in a Zoning District, but not necessarily 
appropriate in aU locations. 

Conditional Use Permit: A zoning permit issued by the Zoning Inspector for a conditional use 
approved by the Board of Zoning Appeals (BZA). 

Conse1-valion Development: A type of development in which residential lot sizes are reduced below 
what is required by the zoning district in which located in retum for providing pemument open space 
within the development. (Also see Open Space). 

Construction and Demolition Debris: Means those materials resulting from the alteration, 
construction, destruction, rehabilitation, or repair of any man-made physical structure, including, 
without limitation, houses, buildings, industrial or commercial facilities, or roadways. TI1is definition 
does not include materials identilied or listed as solid wastes, infectious wastes, or hazardous wastes 
pursuant to Chapter 3734 of the Ohio Revised Code and rules adopted UJereunder; liquids including 
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containerized or bulk liquids; materials from mining operations, non-toxic ny ash, spent non-toxic 
foundry sand and slag; or reu1 forced or non-reulforced concrete, asphalt, building or paving brick, or 
building or paving stone that is stored for a period of less than two (2) years for recycling into a usable 
construction material. For the purposes of this definition, "material resulting from the alteration, 
construction, destn1ction, rehabilitation, or repair of any man-made physical structure" are those 
materials U1at fonn the structure, and those materials directly affixed to the structure such as brick, 
concrete, and oU1er masonry materials, stone, glass, wall coverings, plaster, drywall, framing and 
finishing lumber, roofmg materials, plumbing fixtures, healing equipment, electrical wiring and 
components containu1g no hazardous fluids or refrigerants, insulation, affixed carpeting, asphaltic 
substances, metals incidental to any of the above, and weathered railroad ties and utility poles. 
Materials from construction may also include empty packaging material consisting of, wi!l10u! 
limitation: wood, corrugated container board, paper, metal, and/or plastic directly resulting from 
construction material packaging. Material resulting from the alteration, construction, destruction, 
rehabilitation, or repair does no! incl ude materials that are required to be removed before demolition 
occurs, materials that are not affixed to U1e structure or U1at are otherwise contaiued witl1in the structure 
such as solid wastes, yard waste, packaging materials no! directly incidental to construction, pallets, 
containers, and dmms including caulking tubes, furniture, appliances, tires, ba!!eries, and fuel tanks. 

Const ruction!Demolilion Debris Facility: Any site, location, !rae! ofland, installation, or building 
used for the disposal of material from construction or demolition operations. Material from 
construction or demolition operations are those items affixed to the structure being constructed or 
demolished such as brick, concrete, stone, glass, wallboard, framing, finished lumber, roofing 
materials, plumbu1g, plumbing fixtures, heating equipment, wiring, and insulation, but excludes 
materials whose removal has been required prior to demolition. 

Contaminant: Any physical, chemical, biological, or radiological substance or matter that has an 
adverse effect on air, water, or soil. 

Convalescen t Home: (See Institutional Care Facility, as a type ofCommunity-Based Residential 
Social Service Facility.) 

Correctional Faci lity: A penal institution publicly or privately operated that honses persons awaiting 
trial or persons serving a sentence imposed by a court of law. 

Cou ntn· Inns: A business, oU1er U1an a hotel or bed and breakfast, that offers overnight 
accommodations u1 a rural area (RU,RlA), and wherein dining, banquet and other meeting facilities 
may be operated. 

Colll1 n.l<.a. Courtyard: An open area of ground on a building use site that is partially or completely 
surrounded by walls, buildi.ngs, or fencing and typically decoratively landscaped, unobstructed to the 
sky and usually entirely internal and not part of a front, side, or rear yard as elsewhere defmcd on a 
building site. 

Cross Access: An easement or service drive providing vehicular access between two (2) or more 
contiguous sites so that U1e driver does not need to reenter the public street system. 

Cul-de-sac Lots: A lot that fronts on or takes access from a cul-de-sac. A lot shall be considered to be 
a cul-de-sac lot if the lot bas more than one half(l/2) of its required frontages on the cul-de-sac. 

Cut Off: TI1e point at which all light rays emitted by a lamp, light source, or luminaire are completely 
eluuinated (cut off) at a specific angle above the ground. 

Cut Off Angle: The angle fonued by a line drawn from the direction of light rays at the light source 
and a line perpendicular to the ground from U1e light source above which no light is emitted. 

Cut OffLuminnire: A source ofillumiuation wiU1 elements such as shield, reflectors or refractor 
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panels that direct and cut off the light at a cut off angle less than ninety (90) degrees. 

Damaged o•· Diseased Trees: Trees that have: split trunks; broken tops; heart rot; insect or fungus 
problems that will lead to imminent death; undercut root systems that put the tree in in1minent danger 
of falling; lean as a result of root failure that puts U1e tree in imminent danger of falling; or any other 

condition that puts Ute tree in imminent danger of being uprooted or falling into or along a watercourse 
or onto a building or structure. 

Day Care: The care, protection, and guidance of one (I) or more children or adults on a regular basis, 
for periods of less than 24 hours per day, in a place other than their own dwelling unit. 

Debris: Trash, litter, refi.1se or rubbish on any property that is not properly contained for disposal in 
accordance with applicable regulations, so that such items or materials are open to haphazard transport 
off-site by wind or water, a potential hazard to public health and safety, or a visual eyesore, barring 
containment and/or removal. Debris does not include bulking agents used for active composting 
pemtitled by zoning nor construction or demolition debris on a site permitted by zoning for disposal. 

Density: A unit of measurement designating Ute number of dwelling u•tits per acre of land, calculated 
as follows: 

Density, Gross: llte total number of dwelling units divided by the total acreage oftlte development 
site. 

Density, Net: The total number of dwelling units divided by the acreage to be developed only for 
residential use, exclusive of areas for street/road rights-of-way. 

Developed Spr ing: Any spring which has been penuanently modified by Ute addition of pipes or a 
collection basin to facilitate the collection and use of spring water. [OAC 3745-27-01 (D) (2)] 

Direct Market Business: A conmtercial enterprise in which agricultural products produced on a site 
are marketed and sold directly to consumers without an intennediate wholesaler or distributor, oUter 
than a farm co-op organization. Direct market business may include such use activities as pick-your­
own ("PYO") operations and operations in which delivery of products is made directly to consumers, 
such as "farm share" arrangements under which periodic delivery of farm products is made for a 
subscription fee. 

"Distinguished or characterized by their emphasis upon": means the dominant or principal 
character and Uteme of Ute object described by this phrase. For instance, when the phrase refers to 
films "Uta! are distinguished or characterized by tlteir emphasis upon Ute exhibition or description of 
specified sexual activities or specified anatomical areas," the films so described arc those whose 
dominant or principal character and theme are the exhibition or ~escription of specified sexual 
activities or specified anatomical areas. 

Dis tribution Facilities/Center: A facility that is used for receipt, temporary storage, and redistribution 
of goods according to orders as they are received. These establishments also provide a range of 
services, often referred to as logistics services, and related to ilie distribution of goods. Logistics 
services can include labeling, breaking bulk, inventory control w1d management, light assembly, order 
entry and fulfillment, packaging, pick and pack, price marking rutd ticketing, and transportation 
arrangement. 

Drive-Through: A business designed to service customers who stay in their vehicles. 

Dual Zoning Option: Consistent wiUt U1e land use plan element of Ute most current Warren County 
Comprehensive Plan, a parcel or parcels on which the existing zoning is opted with an available 
"secondary" zoning classification option. 

Dwelling: Any building or portion thereof designed or intended to be used exclusively for residence 
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purposes, but not including a mobile home or a non-pennanently sited manufactured home on any site 
outside of a manufactured homes park, nor a tent, cabin, tmiler, travel trailer, trailer coach, camper on a 
truck, or any other type of recreational vehicle. 

Dwelling, Mull iple-Family: A building or portion U1creofdesigned for or occupied by more than two 
(2) families. 

Dwelling, Single-Family: A building desig11cd for, or occupied exclusively by, one (I) family. 

Dwell ing, Two-Family: A building designed for, or occupied exclusively by, two (2) fami lies. 

Dwell ing Uni t: A residential use building or portion therein containing one (1) or more rooms used, 
designed, or intended for occupancy as a single household unit, in providing complete pennanent 
facilities per all applicable Code requirements for living, sleeping, cooking, eating, baU1ing, washing, 
and sru1itation. 

Easement: A particularly described area of exclusive or non-exclusive legal interest in, on, under, 
over, or through a portion of a parcel ofland or appurtenance U1ereto created by a written instrument 
whereby Ule owner of the parcel grants to tbe owner of a separate parcel of land or appurtenance 
thereto, or utility, the right to make lawful and beneficial use ofU1e particularly described area. 

Eco tourism: Environmentally responsible travel to natural areas, in order to enjoy and appreciate the 
natmal scenery, history, indigenous ecosystems, native plant or animal species, and acc~mpanying 
cultural features, both past and present U1al promote conservation, have a low visitor impact, and 
provide for beneficially active socio-economic involvement of local people. Facilities for an ceo­
tourism enterprise may include recreational outfitters. 

Employee: A person who works for another person or entity (the employer) under which U1e employer 
has the right to contTOI U1e details ofthe employee's work perfom1ance. 

Escol'l: A person who, for any fom1 of consideration, agrees or offers to act as a companion, guide or 
date for another person, or agrees or offers to privately model lingerie or privately perfom1s a 
striptease for another person. 

Escort Agency: A person or business association that for any form of consideration provides or offers 
an escort(s) for another person. 

Essential Sen•iccs: Public or private utilities, whether at, below, or over the land surface where located, 
which are necessary for the exercise of the principal use or service of the principal structure on a lot, 
including, as exan1ples: gas, electric, stean1, water, wastewater disposal, stormwater drainage, 
telecommunications systems, and accessories thereto and oU1er public use facili ties, such as fire/EMS 
and police stations, schools, government administrative buildings, etc., and U1e like. 

Es!nb lishment: A place of business, firm, club, or institution. 

Excavation: The altering ofthe topographic elevation and configuration (grade) of a land area. 

Family: A person or group of persons occupying a single dwelling unit and living as a single 
housekeeping unit, as distinguished from a group occupyiJ1g a hotel or motel as herein defined. 

Fam il y Cemetery: A cemetery containing the human remains of persons, at least lhree-fourths of 
whom have a common ancestor or who are the spouse or adopted child ofthot common ancestor. 

Family Home and Day Cnre: (Have two types ofFan1ily care home in ORC under 5104.01) 
(RR) "Type A fan1ily day-care home" and "Type A horne" mean a perulruJen! residence of the 
administrator in which child care or publicly funded child care is provided for seven (7) to twelve (12) 
chi ldren at one tin1e or a pem1ru1ent residence of the administrator in which ch ild care is provided for 
four (4) to twelve ( 12) children at one lime if four (4) or more children at one lime are under two (2) 
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years of age. Tn counting children for lhe purposes of this division, any children under six (6) years of 

age who are related to a licensee, administrator, or employee and who are on lhe premises of lhe type 
A home shall be counted. "Type A family day-care home" and "type A home" do not include any child 
day camp. 

(SS) "Type B fan1ily day-care home" and "Type B home" mean a pem1ru1ent residence oft he provider 
in which cltild care is provided for one to six (6) children at one time ru1d in which no more than three 
(3) children who arc under two (2) years of age at one tin1e. 1n counting children for U1e purposes of 
lhis division, any children under six (6) years of age who are related to lhe provider ru1d who are on the 
premises of U1e type B home shall be counted. "Type B family day-care home" and "type B home" do 
not include any child day camp. 

Fa rm: Land that is composed of tracts, lots, or parcels totaling not less than ten acres devoted to 
agricultural production or totaling less than ten acres devoted to agricultural production if lhe land 
produces an average yearly gross income of at least twenty-five hundred dollars from agricultural 
production. 

Farm (or fa rmstead if including a dwelling): Parccl(s) of land and the buildings or other structures 
thereon which are owned, maintained and operated as a place or group ofplaccs as a use establislunent 
or olher operation for agriculture as defined in this Code. 

Farm-Based Tourism: Activities conducted on a working farm and offered to lhe public or to invited 
groups for U1e purpose of recreation, education, entertainment, hospitality, direct sales or active 
involvement in a farm operation ofU1e farm and may include the following: 

(a) Outdoor ReCI'eation: fishing, wildlife study, horseback riding, sleigh/carriage/ wagon rides, 
stargazing, hiking, campfires, conununity gardens. 

(b) Educational experiences: cooking classes, wine tasting, school tours, cannery tours, 
garden/nursery tours, agricultural technical tours, historic agricultural exhibits, food processing, 
dairy, cider making, garde1ting and plant identification. 

(c) E ntertainment: harvest festivals, concerts, barn dances, petting zoo, hunting/working dog 
trials/training, haunted house, haunted hayride, com maze, pumpkin carving, egg painting, 
miniature golf, toddler rides, playground areas, scavenger hunts, craft fair, antique shows, art 
shows. 

(d) Hospitality sea-vices: bed and breakfast, retreat center, assembly area, country weddings, party 
receptions, picnic, fan1ily rew1ions, catering, country store, gift shop, fair food . 

(e) Direct sales: u-pick, roadside stand or nursery sales wiU1 parking spaces for more thru1 teo (10) 
vehicles. 

(£) Other uses as delennined appropriate by the board of zoni ng appeals. 

Farm Equipment Sales, Rental, and/or Repair Sc1-vice: An establishment for the sale, rental, and/or 
repair service of equipment nom1ally or routinely used on fanns and gardens, and sales of related parts, 
tools, and accessories. 

Feedlot : An agricultural use faci lity consisting of any pen, corral, or structure wherein livestock are 
maintained in close quarters for the purpose of fattening for market, subject to all necessary permitting 
from U1e Ohio Environmental Protection Agency (OEPA) for waste treatment ru1d disposal. 

Fence: An enclosure or barrier consisting of vegetation or otherwise constructed of boards, masonry, 
posts, wire, wrought iron, or the like. 

Fifth-Wheel T railer: Means a vehicle that is of such size and weight as to be movable wiU10ul a special 
highway permit, Uaat has a gross trailer area of four hw1dred (400) square feet or less,lhat is constructed 
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with a raised forward section that allows a bi-level floor plan, and ilia! is designed to be towed by a 
vehicle equipped with a fiflh-wheel hitch ordinarily installed in the bed of a truck. [ORC 4501.0 1(6) (d)) 

.Fill : Soil, rock, sand, gravel, or a combination with other materials found suitable as fill by the 
applicable involved authority to make such determination, which exceeds oue hundred (JOO) cubic 
yards total volume and/or more ilian four (4) feet in height at its deepest point of placement or 
dumping on or into grouud. 

Filling: The placement or dumping of fill on or into ground, excluding such which is not fill for 
common household gardening, com posting and yard care. 

Firewood, Processed: Firewood is raw material thai has been processed for use in a fireplace, stove, 
or oilier heat generating source, by removing all non-wood or non-combustible material, reduced to a 
size and length for the said foregoing uses and stacked in an orderly fashion. 

Firewood, Rnw Material: Raw material that has not been, but can be, processed into firewood. 
Examples include, but are not limited to, logs, branches, limbs, pallets, untreated dimensional lumber, 
and other wood products that have not been painted, stained, chemically treated, or coated. 

Fire Lane: /1. continuous, posted, and/or marked access way on a property for the effective, safe 
ingress and egress of fire suppression and emergency response vehicles and personnel. 

.Fixture, Temporary: A fixture which is pem1illcd without any foundation or footing, and which is 
removed when the designated period, activity, or use per the zoning certification for which the fixture 
was erected has ceased. Such fiXIures include but is notlinuted to tents, portable bandstands, 
bleachers, reviewing stands, a manufactured home used in conjunction with construction activities or 
other fixtures of similar character. 

.Flood, One Hundred (100) Year: TI1e temporary inundation of normally dry land along a 
watercourse by a flood that is likely to occur once in a one hundred (I 00) year period or U1at bas a 
one percent (l%) chance of occurring in any given year within a one hundred (100) year period (sec 
illustration).

Floodplain, RcgulniOJy: Land w1der and along a watercourse which is subject to inundation by a one 
hundred (100) year flood, as detcnlliued by U1e Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) or 
other source detem1ined acceptable per the Warren Cowtly Flood Damage Reduction Regulations (see 
illustration). 

Floodwny: Land under and along a watercourse in a regulatory floodplain which is calculated or 
otherwise observed as required to carry and discharge the flood waters of a one hundred (100) year 
flood wilhout obstmction, as designated by U1e Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) or 
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other acceptable source (see illustration). 

Floodwny Fringe: Land along a lloodway in a regulatory floodplain which as calculated or observed 
serves as a storage area for the flood waters of a one hundred (I 00) year flood, as designated by U1e 
Federal Emergency Management Agency (FEMA) or other acceptable source (see illustration). 

Floor Area; Gross: The total gross area of all the floors in a building, as measured from U1e exterior 
surface ofU1e exterior walls oft he building or from the centerline of common walls separating 
buildings or units within a building. (AJso see Living Space.) 

Floor Area Ratio: TI1e mathematical expression determined by dividing the Gross Floor Area of a 
building or structure, including all accessory buildings, by the area of the lot on which lliey are located. 

Foot-Candle: A unit of illumination produced on a surface, all points of which are one (I) foot from a 
unifom1 point source of one (I) candle. 

Footprint; Build ing: The area within U1e perimeter of a building at ground level. 

Foster Home: Ohio Revised Code§ 5103.02 means a private residence in which children are 
received apart from their parents, guardian, or legal custodian, by an individual reimbursed for 
providing the ch ildren non-secure care, supervision, or training twenty-four (24) hours a day. 
"Foster home" docs not include care provided for a child in U1e home of n person other than the 
child's parent, guardian, or legal custodian while Ute parent, guardian, or legal custodian is 
temporarily away. Family foster homes and special ized foster homes are types of foster homes. 

Foundation, Permanent: Permanent masonry, concrete, or a fooling or foundation approved by Ute 
manufactured homes corrunission pursuant to chapter 478 1 oflhe Ohio Revised Code, to which a 
manufactured or mobile home may be affixed._(See O.R.C. § 3781.06) 

Ga rage, Residential: A building or a part of a residence, in which to store vehicles and personal 
property incidental to the use of llie property. 

Ga1·agc, Non-Rcsidenlin1: A commercial building where velticles are repaired and/or serviced. 

Garage, Parldng: A comrnercial.building for the storage of vehicles. 

Glare: Light emitted from a luminaire resulting io a spot of intcnsity great enough to reduce a viewer's 
ability to see, and in extreme cases such to cause momentary blindness. 

Golf Course: A tract of land lay out with at1easl nine (9) holes for playing the game of golf and 
improved with tees, greens, fairways, and hazards and that may include a clubhouse and shelter. This 
docs not include miniature golf. 

Grade: The finished ground level adjoining the building al all exterior walls. 

Grand fathered: (See Non-Conforming, Legal) 

Group Home: A residential use, as a type of Community-Based Residential Social Service Facility, 
wltich is operated by private citizens or a social service agency and which has a valid license from U1e 
appropriate state or local agencies of lawful authority to license the operation to provide room and 
board, personal care, habilitation services, and supervision in a fan1ily setting for more Ulan eight (8) 
but not more U1an sixteen (16) persons with developmental disabilities. A developmental disability 
shall be defined as a disability llial originated before the allainmenl of eighteen ( 18) years of age and 
can be expected to continue iodefmitely, constitutes a substantial handicap to the person's ability to 
functionnonnally in society, and is attributable to mental retardation, cerebral palsy, epilepsy, 
autisrn,or any oU1er condition found to be closely related to mental retardation because such condition 
results in sin1ilar impainnenl of general intellectual functioning or adaptive behavior or requires 
similar treatment and services. 
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Hazardous Wastes: Means waste that is regulated by ti1e Ohio Environmental Protection Agency 
specificaUy as hazardous waste and/or exhibits one (I) or more characteristies of hazardous waste as 
defined in Ohio Administrative Code Chapter 3745-51 . 
In further definition, hazardous waste also means any waste or any combination of wastes in a sol id, 
liquid, semi-solid, or contained gaseous fom1lhat, in the detem1ination of the Director of 
Environmental Protection, because of its quantity, concentration, or physical or chemical 
characteristics, may: 

(a) Cause or significantly contribute to an increase in mortality or an increase in serious 
irreversible or incapacitating reversible illness; or it1capacitating reversible illness; or, 

(b) Pose a substantial present or potential hazard to human health and safety or to the environment 
when improperly stored, transported, disposed of, or oti1erwise managed. Hazardous wastes 
include any substance identified as such under the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 
1976 (42 U.S.C. 692 et seq.), as amended, and do not include any substance that is subject to 
the Atomic Energy Act of 1954 (42 U.S.C. 20 I I et seq.), as amended. 

Heavy Equipment: Refers to heavy-duty vehicles or equipment iliey may include equipment designed 
for executing constmction tasks or earthwork operations: earth movers; engineering vehicles; large 
vehicles that require an oversize/overweight pem1it from the Ohio Department of Motor Vehicles to be 
transported over public highways; and vehicles that have more than five (5) axles or haul heavy 
equipmenL 

Historic Structure: (ORC uses the tenn historic building under 149.3 II)"Historic building" means a 
building, including its stmctural components, that is located in this state atld that is eiU1er individually 
listed or1the National Register of Historic Places under 16 U.S.C. 470a. located in a registered historic 
district, and certified by the state historic preservation officer as being of historic significance to the 
district, or is individually Listed as a historic landmark designated by a local government certi lied under 
16 U.S.C. 470a(c). 

Home fo r Ad justment: A residential facility, as a type of Community-Based Residential Social 
Service Facility, operated by a court, a social service agency, or private citizens which provides 
therapy, counseling, and a residential environment for eight (8) or less adolescents or adults for tile 
following purposes: I) to assist them in recuperating from the effects of drugs or alcohol or, 2) to 
assist them in adjusting to living with ti1e handicaps or emotional or mental disorder in lieu of or 
subsequent to confinement within an institution, or 3) to provide housing and a supervised living 
arrangement in lieu of or subsequent to placement within a correctional institution. l11e residents of 
any home for adjustment shall be limited to those individuals who will not pose a ilireat to life or 
property wiUlin the community, as determined by U1e responsible court or social service agency, and 
all homes for adjustment must have a valid license from tile appropriate court or agency having the 
lawful authority to license the operation. 

Ilome Occupation: A non-residential use activity U1at may be pem1itted in a residence. 

Hotel: A commercial use building or group ofbuildiogs, containing any combination of guestrooms in 
which lodging and boarding is offered to guests for compensation, wiili access to ti1e units being from 
interior lobbies, courts or halls. 

Household: Is all persons who occupy a dwelling housing uni t. (Per U.S. Census Bureau) 

Housing Unit: A house, an apartment, a mobile home, a group of rooms, or a single room ilia! is 
occupied (or if vacant, is intended for occupancy) as a separate living quarters, which are those in 
which the occupants live and eat separately from any other persons in the dwelling building atld which 
have direct access rrom the outside of the building or through a cormnon hall. The occupants may be 
single-fan1ily, one person living alone, two or more families living together, or a group of related or 
w1related persons who share living arrangements. Persons not living in households are classified as 
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living in group quarters. (Per U.S. Census Bureau) 

Impervious Su rfacc: Any material that prevents, impedes, or slows the infiltration or absorption of 
storm water into the ground, including building roofs and concrete or asphalt pavement. 

Impcndous Surface Ratio: A ratio derived by dividing the amount of the site that is covered or 
hardened so as to prevent or impede U1e percolation of water into U1e soil mantle, including but not 
limited to buildings, swimming pools, roads, and parking areas, by U1c net area (excluding right-of­
way) of the lot. l11is calculation excludes landscaping, surface water retention/deteution facilities and 
those areas used exclusively for pedestrian circulation or outdoor recreational facilities. 

Incine rator: Equipment, machine, device, article, structure, or part thereof, used to burn solid waste. 

Industrial: Of, relating to, concerning, or arising from the assembling, fabrication, finishing, 
manufacturing, packaging, or processing of goods. (See Manufacturing) 

Indus! rial, Light: Manufacturing or assembly that is capable of controlling U1e external effects of the 
process, such as odors, vibrations, emissions, or other nuisance characteristics through prevention or 
mitigation devices and where conduct of operations are within the confines of buildings. The 
processes carried on, the transportation involved, or the machinery or materials used do not interfere 
with the amenity of the surrounding area, and products are intended for end users rather U1an as 
intermediates for use by oU1er industries. 

Industrialized Unit: A building unit or assembly of closed construction, fabricated in an off-site 
facility, thai is substantially self-sufficient as a unit or as part of a greater structure and requires 
transportation to the site of intended use, including units installed on the site as independent units, as 
part of a group of units, or incorporated with standard construction methods to fo1111 a completed 
structural entity, but does not include "manufactured home" or "mobile home" as defined in division 
(0) of Sec. 4501.01 ofthe Ohio Revised Code. (See ORC § 3781.06 (C)(3), as amended). 

Infi ltration Barrier: In situ geologic material, or added earthen material in the fo1111 of a recompacted 
soil Liner and/or geotex1ile, situated under a waste disposal area in order to prevent leachate from 
infi ltrating into underlying soil and groundwater. 

Injection Well: A well into which fluids are injected, as classified per 3745-34-04, as amended. 

In Situ: Soil and other earthen material U1at exists in its undisturbed geologic situation or location 
where it bas been allowed to forn1 in place throughout its geologic history of natural development, 
without having been excavated or otherwise disturbed or influenced by man (see Infiltration Barrier). 

Inslifutiounl: A use of land and/or buildings located thereon owued and occupied and used 
exclusively for the benefit of members of a not-for-profit organization or U1e public. 

l nslilulional Care Facility: Any residential facility, hospital, convalescent, nursing, or rest home, 
children's homes, halfway houses, residential treatment can1ps, and training or correctional schools for 
children designed or used for more than sixteen (16) persons functioning for purposes of a family care 
horne or a group horne, or any residential facil ity designed or used for more U1au eight (8) persons 
under the purposes of a home for adjustment. All institutions shall possess a license from U1e 
appropriate state or local agency having U1e lawful authority to license the operation and may be 

operated by private citizens, a social service agency, or a governmental authority. This definition 
excludes correctional facilities. (as defmed) 

Jnteruet Sweepsta kes Es tablishment: An establishment U1at promotes the sale of prepaid internet 
time cards, phone cards or similar devise to retail customers in varying amounts for usc at its business 
location which entitle each cardholder to participate in sweepstakes. The sweepstakes system allows a 
customer to use the phone card, internet time cards or sinlilar device at an internet sweepstakes game 
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terminal to browse the internet or participate in games which reveal sweepstakes entries, prizes, prize 
values or the like. 

Internet Swccpstal<cs Game Terminal: A computer, machine, game or apparatus which, upon llie 
insertion of a coin, token, access number, magnetic card, or similar object, or upon the payment of 
anything of value, may be operated by the public fo r use as a contest or game of chance, and wltich 
provides the user wiU1 a chance to win ru1ylliing of value. 

Invasive, Species: Any plant listed by the ODNR as invasive, whose introduction causes or is likely to 
cause harm to llie economy, environment, or to hum all health. 

Joint Access: A single access point connecting two (2) or more contiguous sites to a public roadway 
that serves more than one property or developments including those in different ownership. 

Junl<: One or more objects, articles, or materials where as such items are: 
(a) poorly maintained, deteriorated, damaged, or in a destroyed condition; or, 
(b) careless, haphazard, disorganized placement; or, 
(c) lack of cover from sun and weather exposure. 

Junl< Vehicle: Any vehicle, whether motorized or oU1erwise made mobile fo r purposes oftravel on or 
off roads, through air or on or w1der water aJldlor to transport a driver, passengers Mdlor materials of 
any killd, a!ld Call be described by one (1) or more of the following: 
(a) Inoperable in accordance with ma!lufactured design and/or for safe and/or lawful use; 
(b) Da!llaged ru1dlor dismantled so as to be unsafe or Ulllawful to operate a!ldlor could not be restored 

to safe, lawful operation within seven (7) days; 
(c) Expired registration, if required to be registered; and, 
(d) Uninsured if required to be insured. 

Junl< Yard (a. l<.a. Salvage Yard): A use pemtitted on all or part of a property that is not completely 
contained within a building, but which is completely contained within an area which is surrounded by 
a solid fence or wall and perhaps natural landscaping such lliat it is not viewable from allY oilier 
property, a!ld wherein placement: of junk, a!ldlor junk vehicles, inclusive of used, wrecked aJJd/or 
dismaJlUed; vehicle, appliru1ce, aJld machine parts; building, electrical, heating, air conditioning, and 
piUlllbing ftXtures; scrap metal, lumber, concrete blocks, bricks, plastics, rubber, wire, cable, rope or 
glass are pennitted, in accordaJlce wiili applicable regulations of the zone in which the property is 
located, for the purpose of being dismantled, handled, wrecked, sorted, salvaged, or reclaimed for 
restoration or reuse, or to be shipped elsewhere for reuse or disposal. A junk yard is not considered a 
central processing facili ty or disposal site for solid waste or construction/demolition debris as 
oti1erwise defined by this Code. 

Kennel: A structure or premises used for the housing, grooming, breeding, boarding, training, selling 
or other animal husbMdry activities for dogs, cats or oU1er animals for finaJJcial or other compensation. 

Landscaping: Vegetation, including grass, groundcover, flowers, sltrubs, aJld trees, for the purposes of 
adornment ru1d soil erosion and sedimentation control of yard or other areas on a site and non­
vegetation elements such as logs, rocks, fountains, water features, and contouring of the earth into 
mounds a!ld depressions. 

Land Usc Plan: (See Comprehensive Plan of Warren County, Ohio) 

Large Scale Ret nil : Establishments that exceed seventy-five thousand square (75,000) feet in gross 
floor area. 

Leachate: Liquid U1at has come in contact with or been released from solid waste or 
construction/demolition debris. 
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Lega l No n-Coo fo rming: (ORC 303.19) The lawful use of any dwelling, building, or structure and 
of any land or premises, as existing and lawful at the time of enactment of a zoning resolution or 
amendment thereto, may be continued, although such use does not conform with the provisions of 
such resolution or an1endment, but if any such non-coofom1ing use is voluntarily discontinued for 
two years or more, any future use of land shall be in confonnity with sections 303.01 to 303.25, 
inclusive, of the Revised Code. The board of county commissioners shall provide in any zoning 
resolution for the completion, restoration, reconstruction, extension, or substitution of non­
conforming uses upon such reasonable terms as are set forth in the zoning resolution. 

Light T respass: Light which goes beyond the boundary of the site on which the light source is 
located. 

Limes tone Quarry: A mineral extraction site and mining operation where limestone is the principal 
material excavated for commercial sale or use in another location, but does not include such excavation 
resulting from the construction of a sanitary landftll. 

L ivi ng Space: The total of the finished interior floor area for each story in a dwelling unit for U1e 
purpose of living, sleeping, cooking, eating, bathing, washing, and sanitation use purposes and docs 
not include an unfinished basement, attic, unenclosed porch, garage, carport, utility room, or storage 
room. (Also see Floor Area. Gross.) 

Load ing S pace, Off-Street: An unobstructed area within, adjacent to, or on the same site of non­
residential use building provided and maintained for the temporary parking of trucks and other 
commercial delivery vehicles for the purposes ofloading and unloading goods, wares, materials, and 
merchandise. 

Lo t : A parcel oftand of described legal boundary and area, per the types and terms defined as follows; 
(see illustration). 
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Lot, Building or Buildnblc: t\ lot of record which meets or otherwise satis(ies permit requirements of 
this Code in effect at U1e time of its creation for constmction or placement of one or more buildings 
and accessory stmctures (Also see Lot of Record. Legal Non-Confonning and GrandfaU1ered.) 

Lot, Corner: A lot bordered by public roads/streets along two (2) or more of its intersecting 
boundaries. 

Lot Coverage: The percentage of a lots surface covered by slmctures and pavement, or other 
impervious material.

Lot, Panhand le (n.l<.n. F lag Lol) as named due to shape: A lot along which the only legal 
road/street frontage is at one end of a narrow strip ofland which extends back from U1e road/street to 
the body portion of the lot. 
Lot Frontage: Any boundary of a lot in common with the right-of-way (or roadway easement) line of 
a public road/street that is a'long tbat boundary, as established by the County Thoroughfare Plan. 

Lot Lines: The intersecting lines which fom1 the legal boundary oft he lot, as surveyed or recorded 
(see illustration). 

Lot Line, F ront : The boundary line(s) of a lot whlch, respectively, coincide with the public road/street 
right-of-way line(s), or the road/street centerline(s) as applicable ifthere is no right-of-way line. On a 
panhandle lot, it is U1e next closest line back from and mostly parallel with the frontline at U1e 
road/street. All lot lines along streets are front lot lines. 

Lot Line, Renr: The boundary line of a lot that is opposite and usually most distant from and often 
nearly parallel to tbe front lot line. On comer lots and a pie-shaped lot where lhe side lot lines come to 
a point at the rear ofthe lot, there is no rear line. 

Lot Line, Side: TI1e boundary li11e of a lot, which, respectively, extend between each end of the front 
and rear boundary lines. Or, front the opposite ends of the front line to intersect each other at the rear­
most point of a pie-shaped lot.

Lot ofRecord: A lot that met the requirements of the Zoning Code that was in effect all he time of its 
creation (See also non-confom1ing). 

Lot Width: "n1e distance between the side lot lines, that is o limction of the lots Maximum Lot Depth 
to Width Ratio.-measur~H-He-mintAWflt-ffimt-OOffiliRg-Selbaeli-+in~. 

Lowest F loor: "n1e lowest floor ofthc lowest enclosed area in a bui lding, including basement. (Also 
see Lowest Habitable Floor.) 

Lowes t llabitablc Floor: The elevation of the lowest floor area of a building which is deemed 
habitable space certified by the Chief Building Official of Warren County, Ohio, being above the 
minimum elevation required by the Warren County Flood Damage Prevention Regulations if 
applicable to the bui lding being within one hundred (I 00) year floodplain. (Also see Lowest Floor.) 

Lum ina ire (aka Light Fixture): A complete lighting unit, consisting of a light source and all 
mechanical, electrical, and decorative parts. 

Maj or Subdivision: The division of a parcel of land thai requires the approval of plat by the Regional 
Planning Commission as authorized by Section 711 oft he Ohio Revised Code. 

l\'!anufnc turi ng: To bring something into being by fonning, shaping, combining, or altering materials. 
(See Industrial) 

i\•Ianu factured Home: A building unit or assembly of closed construction that is fabricated in an off­
site facili ty and constructed il1 conformance with the federal conslmction and safely standards 
established by tl1e Secretary of Housing and Urban Development pursuant to U1e "Manu factured 
Housil1g Constmclion and Safely Standards Act of 1974," 88 Slat. 700, 42 U.S.C.A. 5401,5403, and 
that has a pennanent label or tag affixed to it, as specified in 42 U.S.C.A. 5415, certifying compliance 
with all applicable federal construction and safely standards. (ORC 3781.06) 

Manufactured Home, Permanently Sited: Means a manufactured home that meets all oflhe 
following cri teria: 

(a) The stmclure is affixed to a pem1anenl foundat ion and is connected to appropriate facil ities; 
(b) 1b e slructure, excluding any addit ion, has a width of at least twenty-two (22) feet at one porn!, a 

length of allcasl lwenty-lwo (22) feet at one point, and a lola! living area, excluding garages, 
porches, or attachments, of at least nine hundred (900) square feel; 

(c) The sLmcture has a minjmum 3:12 residential roof pitch, conventional residential siding, and a six 
(6) inch minimum eave overhang, including appropriate guttering; 

(d) The slmclure was manu factured after January I, 1995; 
(e) l11e structure is not located il1 a manufac tured home park as defined by section 3733.0 l of ilie 
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Revised Code. 

Massage Parlor: Any place where, for any fom1 of consideration or gratuily, massage, alcohol rub, 
administration of fomentations, electric or magnetic lreatments, or any other treatment or manipulation 
of the human body occurs as a part of, or il1 connection with, "specified sexual aetivilies", or where 
any person providing such treatment, manipulation, or service related thereto, exposes IJjs or her 
"specified anatomical areas". ·nus definition does not include the practice of massage in a licensed 
hospital under the auspices of a hospital by a licensed physician, surgeon, chiropractor, or osteopath, 
by any nurse or technician working under U1e supervision of a licensed physician, surgeon, 
clliropractor, or osteopath, or by trainers for any amateur, semi-professional, or professional athlete, or 
athletic team, or school athletic program. 
Matcrinls/Rcsourcc RccovciJ' J<ncility CMRFl: A facility that extracts, removes, or reclaims valuable 
materials and/or energy from solid wastes or any combination of structures, machinery, or devices 
utiljzed to separate, process, modify, convert, treat, or prepare collected solid waste for management 
other than by disposal so that component materials or substances or recoverable resources may be 
recovered or used as a new material or energy resource. For purpose ofU1is Zorung Code, an MRF is 
also further defined to mean an engineered complex coustituted by one (1) or more building(s) or 
completely contained iustallation(s) consisting of structures, machinery and/or devices that arc utilized 
to separate, process, modify, convert, treat, or prepare incoming solid waste for purpose of extracting, 
recovering, removiJ1g, or reclaiming one (I) or more component material, substance, or resource for 
reuse.

Micro Wind System: A building-mounted WECS that has a nameplate capacity (manufacturer's 
rating) often (10) kilowatts or less, and projects no more than fifteen (15) feet above the highest point 
of the roof. 1l1ese WECS arc designed primarily to reduce on-site consumption of electrical power. 

i'I'Jincnll Extrac tion Operation: Mineral Extraction Operation shall be defined tile same as "operation" 
or "surface mining operation". "Operation" or "surface milling operatiou" means all of the premises, 
facilities, and equipment used in the process of removiug minerals, or minerals and incidental coal, by 
surface milling from a milling area in U1e creation of which mil1ing area overburden or minerals, or 
mil1erals and incidental coal, are distu.rbed or removed, such surface mining area being located upon a 
single tract ofland or upon two (2) or more contiguous tracts of land.

lVfobilc Horne: A building unit or assembly of closed construction that is fabricated in an off-site 
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facility, is more than thirty five (35) body feet in length or, when erected on-site, is U~ree hundred 
twenty (320) or more square feet, is built on a penn anent chassis, is transportable in one (I) or more 
sections, and does not qualify as a manufactured home as defined in division (C)( 4) of section 3781.06 
oft be Revised Code or as an industrialized unit as defmed in division (C)(3) of section 3781.06 of U1e 
Revised Code. (ORC 4501.01 (0) 

Motel: A commercial use of land and the building or group of buildings in which lodging and perhaps 
boarding is offered to transient guests for compensation, with access to each unit through an exterior 
door, typically in close proximity to parking (also see Hotel). 

Motor Home: (Sec Recreational Vehicle) 

Motor Vehicle: Any self-propelled vehicle designed primarily for transportation of persons or 
goods along public streets or alleys, or other public ways. 

Natural Succession: 1l1c gradual and continuous replacement of one kind of plant and animal group 
by a more complex group that naturally succeeds the previous group. TI1e plants and animals present in 
the initial group modify the environment through their life activities U1ereby making it unfavorable for 
themselves. They are gradually replaced by a different group of plants and animals better adapted to 
the new cnv ironment. 

Non-Conforming: The use of any dwelling, building, or structure and of any land or premises that does 
not meet the current regulations of this zoning code. 

Non-Conforming, Legal: (See Legal Non-Conforming) 

Nude or Seminudc Model Studio: 

(a) "Nude or semi-nude model studio" means any place where a person, who regularly appears 
in a state of nudity or semi-nudity, is provided for money or any other form of 
consideration to be observed, sketched, drawn, painted, sculptured, photographed, or 
similarly depicted by other persons. 

(b) A modeling class or studio is not a nude or semi-nude model studio and is not subject to 
this chapter if it is operated in any of the following ways: 

(I) By a college or university supported entirely or partly by taxation; 
(2) By a private college or university that maintains and operates educational programs, 

U1e credits for which are transferable to a college or university supported entirely or 
partly by taxation; 

(3) In a structure U1al bas no sign visible from U1e exterior of the structure and no other 
advertising indicating that a person appearing in a state of nudity or semi-nudity is 
available for viewing, if in order to participate in a class in the structu.re, a student 
must enroll at least Ui!ee (3) days in advance of the class and if not more U1an one 
nude or semi-nude model is on the premises at any one Lime. 

Nudity, nude, state of nudity: (ORC 2907.01) Means the showing, representation, or depiction of 
human male or female genitals, pubic area, or buttocks with less than a full, opaque covering, or of a 
female breast wiU1less than a full, opaque covering of any portion thereof below the top of the nipple, 
or of covered male genitals in a discernibly turgid state. 

Nuisance: A condition, activity, or situation (such as a foul odor, or intrusive lighting) that interferes 
with the use or enjoyment of property, especially, a non-transitory condition or persistent activity that 
eiU1er injures U1e physical condition of adjacent land or interferes with its use or with the enjoyment of 
easements on U1e land or of public highways. 
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Nurse ry: An agricultural operation, including laud, buildings and/or structures for the cultivating, 
harvesting, storage, and wholesale or retail sale of plants, flowers, shrubbery, or trees grown on-site. 
Sales of accessory, gardening, or landscaping materials not grown on-sile do not qualify as agricultural. 

Nursing Home: (Sec Institutional Care Facility as a type of Community-Based Residential Social 
Service Facilities) 

Offic ial Tho roughfare Plan, Warren County, Ohio: The document establishing the functional 
classification of the roads/slreets which comprise the Warren County thoroughfare network, the width of 
right-of-way required for the roads/streets in each class, and the projected locations for potential future 
roads/streets. 

Office: A use of land and building(s) for an administrative, professional service, govemmental, 
institutional, or semi-public use activity or operation. 

Officc/\Varehouse: A use of laud and building(s) for an administrative office in conjunction with a 
warehouse business. A showroom is permitted. 

Ohio Rapid Assessment Method: A multi-parameter qualitative index established by the Ohio 
Enviro1m1ental Protection Agency (OEPA) to evaluate wetland quality and function. 
Open Space: AU or part of one (1) or more parcels of land, of public or private ownership, existing, 
improved, and/or set aside, dedicated, designated, or reserved for recreational, resource protection, 
amenity, and/or buffering use purposes, but not including road/street rights-of-way. 

Open Space, Active: Open space designed to be improved and set aside, dedicated, designated or 
reserved for recreational facilities, including, but not Limited to, swimming pools, or fishing ponds, 
lakes, play equipment for children, ball fields, court games, picnic facilities, alternative pedestrian 
circulation systems, etc., areas shall be determined to be sufficient in size and shape to be potentially 
useable. Designated flood plain, stormwater retention basins or ponds and stomnvater detention basins 
greater than three-fourths (3/4) acre in size designed to be utilized for active recreational purposes shall 
qualify provided a perpetual mechanism has been established for maintaining and ensuring such area; 
however, in no event shall the following qualify as active open space: 

(a) Areas sloped greater than fifteen (15) percent. 
(b) Completely wooded areas not incorporating pedestrian circulation systems or oU1er active 

recreational facililies. 

(c) Normally required sidewalks outside open space areas. 

Open Space, Common: Is an area or areas within the boundaries of the PUD designed, set aside, and 
maintained for use by residents of the PUD that is not dedicated as public lands and does not include 
open space as defined. Couunon open space includes swinm1ing pool, golf courses, club houses, tennis 
courts, playing fie lds, land to accommodate required green infrastructure such as planting strips, street 
medians/islands, and conventional stormwater management devices. 

Open Space, PassiYc: Open space designed to be essentially unimproved and set aside, dedicated, 
designated, or reserved for peaceful aesthetic enjoyment. · 

Open Space, Primar y: 1l1e following are primary open space areas: 111e one hundred (I 00) year 
floodplain; stream buffer areas; wetlands; habitat for federa lly listed endangered or threatened species; 
archeological sites, important historic sites; cemeteries; and burial grounds. 

Open Space, Secondary: The following are secondary open space areas and shall be included within 
the required open space to the maximum extent possible: native forests of at least one contiguous acre; 
other significant natural features; areas that connect the tract to neighboring open space, Lrails or 
greenways; soils with severe limitations for development due to drainage problems; agricultural lands 
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of at least fi fie en ( 15) contiguous acres. 

Ordinat=y lligh-Water iVfarl<: The point on the bank or shore of a stream to which the presence and 
action of surface water is so continuous as to leave a distinct marking by erosion, destruction, or 
prevention of woody terrestrial vegetation, a predominance of aquatic vegetation or other easily 
recognized characteristic. The ordinary h.igh-water mark defines the channel of a s!rean1. 

OSHA: The Occupational Safety and Health Act, 29 U.S.C. 65 1 et seq. 

Outdoor Am 1>hitheater : A place, not enclosed in a building, having a stage and sealing for 
perfom1ances, concerts, and !he like, with the seating for spectators arranged largely within a natural or 
artificial grade in the land, such as a hi llside or depression. 

Owner Occupan t: The occupant of a residential dwell ing owned by the same. 

Pn t·cel: A contiguous tract of land in one possession (see Lot). 

Parcel, Parent: A parcel which existed as of January 20, 2012 oflhis Zoning Code. 

Parle, Trailer: (Sec R ecreational Veh icle): 

Parking Lot: A portion of a parcel of land devoted to unenclosed parking spaces. 

Parl<ing Space: Au area of a parking lot designated for the parking of a single motor vehicle (sec 
parking lot and parking space, handicapped). 

Parking Space, Handicapped: A parking space sized and maintained with permanent signage and 
markings for use by the handicapped, in conformance wiU1 U1e requirements ofU1e Americans With 
Disabilities Act (Public Law 10 1-336), as amended. 

Pavement, Permeab le: Pavement materials such as pervious concrete, porous asphalt, interlocking 
concrete pavers, bricks, or similar material (excluding gravel) which allows stom1 water to percolate 
through, rather than runoff (see Runoff). 

Parl<ing Bay: Two adjacent rows of parking spaces. 

Parking Row: A set of parking spaces aligned in a linear fashion wiUlin a parking Jot. 

Parle, Trailer: (See Recreational Vehicle) 

Personal Service: An establishment primarily engaged in providing individual services generally 
related to personal needs, such as, but not limited to barber shops, beauty shops, nail salons, day spas, 
travel agencies, and photographic studios. 

P lanned Uni t Development (PUD): A land area zoned if approved as requested by the owner(s) or 
designated agent for unified development with flexible restrictions on residential, commercial, 
industrial, ancVor public uses. As defined by (Black's Law Dictionary). 

Pia l: A map describing a piece ofland and its features, such as boundaries with dimensions, lots, roads, 
and easements. Black's Law Dictionary 

I>otable Water : Water suit able for human consumption, as defined by SWDA. 

Pri nciple Permitted Usc: The primary or predominant land use activity for which a building, structure 
or lot is to be used. 

P rotected Uses: Any public building owned, leased, or held by U1e United States, the State of Ollio, 
Warren County, any city, village, or township, any special district or school district, or any other 
agency or political subdivision which building is used for government purposes; or land which has

been designated for park or recreational activities, including but not limited to: a park, playground, 
nature trails, swimming pool, reservoir, athletic field, basketball or tennis courts, pedestrian or bicycle 
paths, open space, wilderness areas, recreation area, or sinlilar land; or quasi-public facility (i.e., any 
building or improved property customarily open to the public for non-commercial purposes, but which 
is not under goverrunent ownership or control); or religious institution (i.e., any church, synagogue, 
mosque, temple or building used primarily for religious worship and related reUgious activities); or 
residential district or use, as set forth in this Zoning Code; or school (i.e., any public or private 
educational facility, including, but not limited to, child care facilities, nursery schools, pre-schools, 
kindergartens, elementary, primary, intermediate, junior, middle, secondary, or high schools, 
vocational schools, continuation schools, special education schools, junior colleges, colleges and 
universities, but not including facilities used primarily for another purpose(s) and only incidentally 
used as a school). 

Protected Public Wntcr Supply: A public water system with at least fifteen (15) service connections 
used by year-round residents whose wells lie over the sole source aquifer. 

Public: Anything owned and operated by the federal government, state government, or any political 
subdivision. 

Qunsi-Public: A non-governmental use, facili ty, structttre, or service, perfomted by a non-profit 
corporation or institution of a religious, cultural, educational, philanU1ropic, or sin1ilar nature. 

Rainga rdcns: a shallow depression that is planted with native vegetation that temporarily stores and 
treats polluted rainwater from rooftops, parking lots, driveways, and walkways before entering nearby 
watersheds. 

RCRA: 1l1e Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976. 

Rc-com pactcd Soil Liner: Soil and perhaps other earthen material of suitable composition excavated 
from, or imported to, a land disposal site, deposited or from or imported to a land disposal site, 
deposited or laid in place in loose lifts where the prescribed waste is to be disposed and compacted per 
lift w1lil a required depUt in thickness and permeability oflhe liner is achieved, for the purpose of 
preventing or minimizing leachate infiltration into underlying undisturbed earth and ground water. 

Recreation Active: Recreation requiring some constructed facilities and organized activities. 

Recreation Camp: The same as in Ohio Revised Code, Sec. 3733.01 (G) or as may be wnended in the 
future, is ruty lracl of land upon which five (5) or more portable camping units are placed and includes 
any roadway, building, structure, vehicle, or enclosure used or intended for use as a part of the 
facilities of the can1p. A tracl of land that is subdivided for lease or olher contract of the individual lots 
is a recreation carup if five (5) or more portable cant ping units are placed on it for recreation, vacation, 
or business purposes. This does not include any lract ofland used solely for the storage or display for 
sale of dependent recreational velticles (defined in Sec. 3.361) or solely as a temporary park-camp 
(defmed in Sec. 3.353). 

Rec reation Facility, Commercial: Recreation facilities operated as a business and open to the general 
public for a fee. 

Recreation Facility, Pr·ivatc: Country clubs, riding stables, golf courses, and other private non­
commercial recreation areas rutd facilities, or recreation centers including private swimming pools. 

Rec rcalion Facility, l,ubl ic: Publicly owned or operated recreation facilities. 

Recreat ion Pari<-C:unp; Combined: The same as in Ohio Revised Code, Sec. 3733.0 I (H), or as may 
be ant ended in Ute future, is any tract ofland upon which a combination of five (5) or more self­
contained recreational vehicles or portable camping units are placed and includes any roadway, 
building, structure, vehicle, or enclosure used or intended for usc as part of the park facilities. A tract 
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ofland that is subdivided for lease or contract of the individual Jots is a combined park-camp if a 
combination of five (5) or more recreational vehicles or portable camping units are placed on it for 
recreation, vacation, or business purposes. This definition does not include any tract of land used solely 
as a temporary park-camp (as defined in Sec. 3.353). 

"Recreation park-camp: combined": does not include any tract of land used solely as a temporary park­
camp or solely as a manufactured home park. 

Recrea tion Pnrll·Camp; Tcmporaty: The same as in Ohio Revised Code, Sec. 3733.01 (R), or as 
may be an1ended in the future, is any tract of land used for a period not to exceed a total of twenty-one 
(2 1) days per calendar year for the purpose of parking five (5) or more recreational vehicles, dependent 
recreational vehicles, or por1able camping units, or any combination thereof, for one (I) or more 
periods of time that do not exceed seven (7) consecutive days or parts thereof. 

Recreation Passive: Recreat ion that involves existing natural resources and bas a minimal in1pact. 

Recreational Vehicle (a.ll.a. RVl : A vehicular por1able structure that: 
Is designed for the sole purpose of recreational travel; 
Is not used for tl1e purpose of engaging in business for profit; 
Is not used for the purpose of engaging in intrastate commerce; 
Is not used for tl1e purpose of conm1erce as defined i.n 49 C.F.R. 383.5, as amended; 
Is not regulated by the public uti lities commission pursuant to ORC Chapters 49 I 9., 4921., or 
4923; and, 
Is classed as one of the following, per Ohio Revised Code (ORC) Sec. 4501.01 (Q). 

( I) "Travel Trailer": A non-self-propelled recreational vehicle that does not exceed an overall 
length of tbir1y-five (35) feet, exclusive of bumper and tongue or coupling, and contains less than three 
hundred twenty (320) square feet of space when erected on site. "Travel Trailer" includes a "tent-type 
fo ld-out camping trai ler" as defined in Sec. 45 17.01 of the Ohio Revised Code, or as may be an1ended 
in the future, wltich means any vehicle intended to be used, when stationary, as a temporary shelter 
with living and sleepi11g facilities, and, according to the following listed proper1ies and lin1itations, has 
a minunum of twenty-five (25) percent of the fold-out portion of the top and sidewalls combined that 
must be constructed of canvas, vinyl, or other fabric, and form an integral part of the shelter, and when 
folded, the unit must not exceed fifteen (15) feet in length (exclusive of bumper and tongue), sixty (60) 
inches in height (from the point of contact with tl1e ground), eight (8) feet in width, and one ( I) ton 
gross weight at tl1e time of sale. 

(2) "Motor Home" is a self-propelled recreational vehicle that is constructed with permanently instal led 
facilities for cold storage, cooking and consuming of food, and for sleeping. 

(3) "Truck Camper" is a non-self-propelled recreational vehicle that does not have wheels for road use 
and is designed to be placed upon and at1ached to a motor vehicle. "Truck camper" does not include 
truck covers tl1at consist of walls and a roof, but do not have Doors and facilities enabling tl1em to be 
used as a dwell ing. 

(4) "Fifth-Wheel Trailer" is a vehicle that is of such size and weight as to be movable without a special 
highway pem1it, tl1at has a gross trailer area of four hundred (400) square feet or less, that is 
constructed with a raised forward section that allows a bi-level Ooor plan, and that is designed to be 
towed by a vehicle equipped with a fi fth-wheel hitch ordinarily installed in the bed of a truck. 

(5) "Park Trailer" is a vehicle that is conunonly known as a park model recreational vehicle, meets tl1e 
American National Standard Institute standard A 119.5 (1988) for park trailers, is buill on a single 
chassis, has a gross trai ler area of four hundred (400) square feet or less when set up, is designed fo r 
seasonal or temporary living quarters, and may be connected to utilities necessary fo r the operation of 
installed features and appliances. 
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Recreational Vehicle; Dependent : Means a recreational vehicle other than a self-contained 
recreat ional vehicle. "Dependent recreational vehicle" includes a park model. 

Recreational Vehicle; Self-Contained: Means a recreational vehicle that can operate independent of 
coru1ections to sewer and water and has plumbing fixtures or appliances all of which are connected to 
sewage holding tanks located within Ute vehicle. "Self-contained recreational vehicle" includes a park 
model. 

Rccrcntionnl Vehicle (a.l<.a. RY) Parle: Means any tract of land used for parking five (5) or more 
self-contained recreational vehicles and includes any roadway, buildu1g, structure, vehicle, or 
enclosure used or mtended for use as part of the park facilities and any tract orland that is subdivided. 
for lease or oUter contract of the individual lots for the express or implied purpose or placing self­
contained recreational vehicles for recreation, vacation, or business purposes. 
"Recreational vehicle park" does not include any tract of land used solely fo r Ute storage or display for 
sale ofself-contamed recreational vehicles, solely as a temporary park-camp, or solely as a 

· manufactured home park. 

Recycling: The process of collecting, sorting, cleansing, treating, and reconstituting solid waste that 
would otiterwise be disposed in a solid waste disposal facility and retumiJJg reconstituted materials to 
co=erce as commodities for use or exchange, per Ohio Administrative Code Rule 3745-27-01 
0VW). 

Recycling Facility: An engu1eered facility or site where recycling is ilie primary objective ofU1e 
facility, and: 

(I) TI1e facility accepts only source-separated material and/or mixed recyclables which are 
currently recoverable using existing technology; or, 

(2) The facility accepts mixed solid waste streams, and recovers for beneficial use not less ilian 60 
percent (60%) ofilie vo lume of solid wastes brought to U1e faciHty each month (as averaged 
monthly) for not less titan eight (8) months in each calendar year: and disposes of not more than 
forty percent (40%) of the total volume of solid wastes brought to tile facility each month (as 
averaged monthly) for not less U1ru1 eight (8) months in each calendar year. Does not include a 
solid waste disposal facility ru1d does not include a waste tire disposal facility. 

Regularly feat ures or regula rly shown: Meru1s a consistent or substantial course of conduct, such ilia! 
ilie films or perfom18!1ces exhibited constitute a substantial portion of the films or performances offered 
as a part ofU1e ongoing business of the adult entertainment establishment.(ORC 2907.39) 

Hegulntcd Substances: 

(A) Regulated Substances are chemicals or mixtures of chemicals that are health hazards. 
Materials packaged for personal or household use as food or drink for man or other ru1imals 
arc not Regulated Substances. Regulated Substances include: 

(I) Chemicals which are regulated by SDWA, TSCA, RCRA, OSHA, CERCLA, or 
oU1er state and/or federal environmental laws and regulations, or for which there 
is scientific evidence that acute or chronic health effects may result from 
exposure iJ1cluding carcinogens, toxic and highly toxic agents, reproductive 
toxins, irrit8Jlts, corrosives, sensitizers, hepatotoxins,the hematopoietic system, 
and agents which dan1age U1e lungs, skin, eyes or mucous membranes. 

(2) Mixtures of chemicals which have been tested as a whole and have been 
determined to be a healili hazard. 

(3) Mixtures of chemicals which have not been tested as a whole but which contain 
nny chemical which bas been determined to be a health hazard and which 
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comprises one percent (I%) or greater of the composition on a weight per unit 
weight basis, and mixtures of chemicals which include a carcinogen ifthc 
concentration of the carcinogen in the mixture is one-tenth percent (0.1%) or 
greater of the composition on a weight per uni! weight basis. 

(tl) Ingredients of mixtures prepared wi thin the Aquifer Protection "A-P" Overlay 
Area in cases where such ingredients are healUt hazards but comprise less than 
one-tenth (0.1) of one percent (l%) of the mixture (on a weight per unit weight 
basis), ifcarcinogettic; or ifless than one percent (I%) of the mixture (on a 
weight per unit weight basis), if non-carcinogenic. 

(5) Petroleum and non-solid petroleum derivatives (except non-PCB dielectric 
fluids). 

0. Detemtination of whether a material is a Regulated Substance can be made upon review of 
a Material Safety Data Sheet (MSDS). This should be available from U1e manufacturer, 
vendor, or distributor oft he product. 1l1e most recent United States Environmental 
Protect ion Agency, Title ill Lists of Lists, is a reference to potential Regulated Substances 
and is not a comprehensive listing. 

C. Detennination and verification of Regulated Substances sha ll be administered by Ute 
Warren County Zortiog lnspector or his designee. 

Religious Institution : A use of land and buildiitgs located thereon for uses where persons regularly 
assemble, for religious purposes and related social and educational events, maintained and controlled 
by a religious body organized to sustain such ceremonies and activities (e.g., rectory, convent, 
parochial school, meeting hall, offices, outdoor worship facilities, childcare). 

Rcnlacemcnt Cost: The cost to replace a stmcture, damaged or destroyed, as detennined by a written 
appraisal from a state certi ficd appraiser. 

Re.sidcnlial: A category of use inclusive of the land and building(s) and other stmchtre(s) located 
thereon as a place utilized for dwelling purposes as specified and regulated in Ibis code. 

Restauran t: A business use where food and beverages are sold, prepared, served, consumed, and/or 
carried out. 

Rest Home: (See Institutional Care Facili ty as a type of Community-Based Residential Social Service 
Facility) 

Retail Small Scale/Light Manufactu ring: Means an accessory and associated light manufacturing 
use conducted i11 conjunction with the primary retail use. The manufacturing use is conducted wiUtin 
the building iit which the retail use is carried out, and U1e manufactured products are display and are 
available for sale on-site. 

High t-of-Wny: Land owned or purchased by or dedicated to the public for use as a public way, most 
often for purpose of containing a road or street. (See, Road and Street) 

Road : A public way c~nsistingconsist ing of one ( I) or more paved lanes providing for motor 
vehicle travel, perhaps parking, and providing frontage and access for abutting properties. (see 
Street and 11toroughfare) 

Uunoff: The portion of precipitation ii1 excess of the infiltration capacity of underlying soils to absorb 
and contain which drains away from, and mns off, the surface ofland. (See Impervious Surface) 

Sa nd and Gravel Pit: An excavation resulting from a mining operation where the removal of sand 
and/or gravel is wtdertaken for corlmJcrcial sale or use in another location, but does not ii1clude such 
excavation resulting from construction of a sanitary landfill. 
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Sandstone Ouany: An excavation resulting from a mining operation where the removal of sandstone is 
the principal material excavated for conunercial sale or use in another location, but does not include 
such excavation resulting from construction of a sanitary landfill . 

Sanitary Land filling: A method of disposing of solid wastes on land in a manner intended to 
minimize environmental hazards by compacting the solid wastes to U1e smallest practical volume, and 
apply cover material doily. 

Snnita1·y Landfil l Facility: An engineered facility where the fwal deposition of solid waste on or into 
the ground is practiced in accordance with Ohio Administrative Code (0/\C) Chapters 3754-27 and 
3754-37, including areas of solid waste placement, all groundwater monitoring/control system 
structures, buildings, explosive gas monitoring/control/extraction system structures, run-on and run-off 
control structures, sedimentation pond(s), liner systems, leachate management system structures and 
areas wiUlin the three huudred (300) foot radius, from the linllls of solid waste placement unless 
deemed acceptable by U1e Ohio Enviroru11ental Protection Agency (OEPA). 

Small So lar Facility: Pursuant to ORC 303.213 (A) (2). "Small Solar Facility" means solar panels 
<uld associated facilities with n single interconnection to the electrical !'!rid and designed for. or capable 
of. operat ion at an mmregate capacity of less than 50 M\V. 

Sola r Energy: means mdinnt energy (direct. di ffused. or reflected) received from the sun that can be 
collected and converted into thennnl or elcctricol energy. 

Solar, Community: Also known ns shared solar. or solar gardens. is an energy model that allows 
customers to buy or lease part of a larger oft:site shared solar photovoltaic CPV) system. For the 
purposes of the Warren County Rural Zoning Code. "Community Solar" is a "Principal Solar Energy 
Production Faci lity" 

Solar Energy, Acccsso1y: A solar collection system consisting of one or more roof/building mounted, 
gm_uncVpole mounted. and/or other structure mounted solar collector dev ices and solar related 
equipment and is intended to primarily reduce on-site consumption of utility power. A system is 
considered an accessory solar enemy system only if jt supplies electrical or thcnnol power solely for 
on-site use. except that when a property uoon which the system is installed also receives electrical 
power supplied by a utility company. excess electrical power generated and not presently needed for 
on-site use may be used by the utility company. 

So lar Enemv Eouinmcnl: Items for the purpose of generation. transmiSSIOn, and storage of 
electricity. including but not limited to a solar r.hotovoltnic cell. solar panels. lines. JlliillPS. inverter(s), 
batteries, mountine brackets. rocking. fran1ing and/or foundntion used for or intended to be used for 
the collection of solar energy, 

olar Energy vstcm: means a system and associated facil ities that collect Solar Energy. which may 
include. but is not limited to. a RooflBuilding /\lounted. Ground/Pole Mounted, or Other structure 
mounted I Integrated Energy System. 

Solar Pholol'o lta ic CPVl: 1l1e technology that uses a scrnicondnctor to convert (il!ht directl y into 
ckctricjty, 

Solar, Croundfl'ole Mounted Energy Systems: means a solar energy system thnt mounts a solar 
pone! or panels and faci lit ies on or above the ground. 

Solnr, Othrr structure mounted / ln tegrnlcd Encrey Systems: means n solnr energy system that is 
mounted to n stmcturc in nny way previously not defined or incomoratcd into or replaces standard 
bui ldine materials and does not have mountine equipment. For example. these systems mny include 
materials thai replace traditional roofme. shinele, or siding materials. awnings, canopies, skylights, or 
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windows. TI1is use includes parking lot solar canopies. 

Solar, l':u1icinating Parcels: A parcel of land that part icipates by ownership, lease or easement 
aereement or by contractual agreement, with a person or entity conducting a Solar Energy System 
project. 

Sola r, Principal Energy Production Facility: An area of land or other area used for a solar collection 
system mainly used to capture solar enen!y and convert it to electri cal ener!!y. TI1esc production 
fac ilities primarily produce electricity to be used oft~site. Principal solar energy production tacilities 
consist of one or more roollbuilding mounted, eround/pole mounted, and/or other structure mounted I 
integrated solar collector devices. solar related equipment, and other accessory stmctmes and buildings 
including light reflectors, concentrators. and heat exchangers. substations. electrical infrastmcture. 
transmission lines and other appurtenant stmctures and facil ities. Examples include "Small Solar 
Facility" and "Community Solar Facility" as defined by statute or herein. 

Solar, Roof/Building i\ lountcd Ene rgy Svstems: means a solar energy system that is mounted to a 
stmchue or building's roof on racks. 

Screening: A method of sh ieldi11g or obscuring abutting structures or uses by fencing, walls, berms, or 
densely planted vegetation. 

Sea I: for the purpose of detem1ining the number of off-street parking spaces for certain uses, the space 
allocated for seating individuals, measuring not less than twenty-four (24) lineal inches across the 
seating surface of a bench, pew, or space for loose chairs. 

Sccondnn Dwell ing Unit: An additional living unit that is associated with a primary dwell ing unit, 
U1at is either located entirely within llie principal stmcture of the primary dwelling unit or is a detached 
accessory building, which serves as an additional living utli t for sleeping, cooking, and sanitation, and 
U1at complies willi the standards of Section 3.203.5. Secondary Dwell ing Units are not for usc and 
occupancy by tenants. 

Semi-nude or State of Semi-nud ity: Means a state of dress in which opaque clothing covers not more 
than the genitals, pubic region, and nipple of the female breast, as well as portions of the body covered 
by supporting straps or devices. (ORC §§ 503.51 & 2907.39) 

Semi-public: (See Quasi-public) 

Setbncl<: 'lbe distance which a building or structure is set back inward from a street right-of-way line 
or parcel boundary line. (See Yards). 

Setback Line, Fron t: The line inward and parallel from llie front line of a lot represent ing the 
minimum distance which a principal build ing or stntcture is set back from that boundary (see 
illustration). 

Setback L ine, Rear: 111e line inward and parallel from a rear boundary line of a lot representing the 
minimum distance which a principal or accessory building is set back from U1at boundary (see 
illustration). 

Setback Line, Side: The line(s) inward and parallel from a side boundary line(s) of a lot representing 
the minimum distance which a principal or accessory building is set back from that boundary (see 
illustration).

Sexual E ncounter Estab lishment: (ORC §§ 503.51 & 2907.39) 

CVL-DR-SAC LOT 

(a) "Sexual encounter establishment" means a business or commercial establisluuent that, as one 
(I) of its principal business purposes, offers for any fom1 of consideration a place where 
eiU1er of the following occur: 

( l) Two or more persons may congregate, associate, or consort for 01e purpose of engaging 
in specified sexual activities. 

(2) Two or more persons appear nude or semi-nude for the purpose of displaying their nude 
or semi-nude bodies for their receipt of consideration or compensation in any type or 
form. 

(b) An establishment where a medical practitioner, psychologist, psychiatrist, or similar 
professional person licensed by 01e state engages in medically approved and recognized 
therapy, including, but not limited to, massage Ulerapy, as regulated pursuru1t to section 
4 73 1.15 of the Revised Code, is not a "sexual encounter establishment." 

Sign: (a.l<.a. Signnge): 
Means any structure, or natural object such as a tree, rock, bush, and the ground itself, or part thereof, 
or device attached thereto or painted or represented thereon, which shall be used to attract attention to 
ru1y object, product, place, activity, person, institution, organization, or business, or which shall display 
or include 3JlY letter, word, banner, nag, pew1ant, insignia, device, or representation used as, or which 
is in the nature of, an announcement. For Ole purpose of these regulations, direction, or advertisement 
word "sign" does not include 01e American flag, U1e insignia of any government, governmental agency 
or of any charitable organization. 

Sign, Abandoned: A sign which no longer identifies a bona fide business, lessor, service, owner, 
product, or activity, time of event passed, and where eiU1er of the fo llowing applies: 

(1) No legal owner can be found; or, 

(2) The property owner has been given a written order to rehabilitate or demolish, and for 
which work has not conm1enced and 01e owner crumol demonstrate a diligent and good 
fa ith eiTort to implement actions; or, 

(3) The property taxes are delinquent, and the site is not actively offered for sale, lease, or rent. 

Sign, Dill board: An Off-Premise sign thai exceeds 6 feet in height or 48 square feel in area of a sign 
face ru1d is freestanding sign supported by a single monopole structure. 

Sign, Chnngenblc Copy: A sign or a portion of a sign with letters, characters, or grapltics that are not 
pcnnanently affixed to the sign slntcture or face allowing Ute letters, characters, or graphics to be 
modified manually. 

Sign, Channel Lettering: Fabricated or formed three-dimensional letter thai may accommodate a light 
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source or a sign where ooly the letters/logo is illuminated. 

Sign, Channel Lcltering-Rc\•erse: A fabricated dimensional letter with opaque face and side walls 
with an internal light source to U1e rear of the lellers used for '11alo" or "silhouette" lighting. 

Sign, Gateway: A sign announcing a development. 

Sign, Ground: A sign solely supported on and from the ground. 

Sign, LED: An LED sign is a sign or a portion of a sign with letters, characters, or graphics displayed 
on an LED board that may be modified to display a variety of messages. 

Sign, Memoria l or Memoria l Tablet: A sign cut into a masonry or metal surface indicating the nan1e 
of the stmcture (not the use of the structure) and/or the year of the structure's erection. 

Signs, Non-Conforming: Signs legally existing on the effective date ofUtis code Uwt docs not 
confom1 to ilie height, size, and type provisions of this Chapter or the setback standards for the zoning 
district. For the purposes of this defmition U1e tem1"sign" shall include llie sign face and U1e stmcture 
on which the sign face is attached. 

Sign, Off-P•·cmisc: A sign U1at directs attention to a business, commodity, service, or entertainment 
conducted, sold or offered at a location olher llian the premises on which the sign is located. 

Sign, Permanent: All signs U1at are not temporary signs. 

Sign, Pole: A sign solely supported on a pole. 

Sign, Sigunture: A sign containing name and/or logo only. 

Sign, St ructure: The supports, uprights, bracing, or framework of any structure exhibiting a sign, be it 
single-faced, double-faced, or V-type or ollierwise. 

Sign, Temporary: A sign that is not designed or intended for display for more U1an tl1i.rty (30) days. 
Such signs are not pennanently attached to a building, structure, or installed in ground. Temporary 
signs include but are not limited to pennants, banners, screamers, beacons, searchlights, and similar­
type devices. 

Sign, Wall: A sign painted on, attached to, or erected against an exterior wall of a building or other 
wall structure, with the display face of the sign parallel to and not more than twelve (12) inches from 
U1e wall and which does not project above Lhe roof line or beyond the comer of a building on which 
mounted. 

Sign, Window: A sign UJat is applied or attached to a window or door, or a sign located near a window 
within a building for UJe purpose of being visible to and read from the outside of the building 

Site: Part or aU of one (I) or more lot, parcel, or tract of land used, designed, intended, proposed or 
planned for specific use and development or a place where someUting was, is, or is to be located. ~ 
Lot. Parcel and Use.) 

Site Plnn: A drawing of a property, to scale and with accurate dimensions, depicting !he size and 
location of existing and proposed stmctures, building setbacks, rights-of-way, easements, walkways, 
and other such infonualion. 

Sleeping Room: A room within a residential dwelling !hat functions as a separate space used for living 
and sleeping, but not for cooking and eating purposes. 

Slope: 1l1e degree of deviation of a surface from the horizontal, usually expressed in percent or degrees 
regarding the grade of land. 
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Small Wind Fa1·m: A Wind Energy Conversion System (WECS) with a single iJ1terconnection to the 
electrical grid and designed for, or capable of, operation at an aggregate capacity of less than five (5) 
megawatts. 

Soil: Natural deposited mineral and organic matter constituting the earth outer surface or as otl1erwise 
altered by man. 

Solar Energy System: A device on a structme or a lot to collect, store, and use tlJe energy from the 
SUD. 

Sole Source Aguife1·: The southern portion of the Buried Valley Aquifer System of the Great and 
Little Miami River Basins ofSoutlnvestem Ohio, detennined by the U.S. Environmental Protection 
Agency to be U1e sole or principal source of dri.nking water in Warren County, pursuant to Section 
1424(a) or (e) of the Safe Drinking Water Act (SDWA) P.L. 95-523, as an1endcd P.L. 96-502,42 
U.S.C. 300(£) et seq). 

Solid Wastes: Such unwanted residual solid or semi-solid material as results from industrial, 
commercial, agricultural and community operations, excludmg earth or agricultural and coo.ununity 
operations, excludmg earth or material from construction, mming, or demolition operations, or other 
waste materials ofU1e type tl1at would nom1ally be included in demolition debris, non-toxic fly ash, 
spent non-toxic foundry sand and slag, and other substances that are not han:nful or inimical to public 
healtl1, and includes, but is not limited to, garbage, tires, combustible and non-combustible material, 
street dirt, and debris. Solid waste does not include any material that is an infectious waste or a 
hazardous waste. 

Semi-solid material does not contain liquids which can be readily released under normal climatic 
conditions, as determined by Method 909 (Paint Filter Liquids Test) SW-846: "Test Methods for 
Evaluating Solid Wastes Physical/Chemical Methods". 

Per recognition and aUowMce by the Ob.io Envirorunental Protection Agency, residual waste as 
mcluded herein is a type of solid waste and which may qualify as to characterization for disposal in 
certain classes of solid waste disposal faci lities in conformance with Ohio Administrative Code 
Chapter 3745-30. 

In accordance with Ohio Revised Code (ORC) Chapter 3734.027, low-level radioactive wastes are not 
mcluded as a type of waste permissible for disposal at a solid waste disposal facili ty. 
Asbestos waste handling and disposal is acknowledged as a type of waste pem1issible for disposal at a 
solid waste disposal facility in accordance with Ob.io Administrative Code (OAC) Rules 3745-20-05 
through 3745-20-07 inclusively, as amended. 

"Infectious wastes" excluded from a solid waste disposal facility pennissible by tl1is Zouing Code are 
as defined m Ohio Administrative Code (OAC) Chapter 3734.01 (R) inclusively, and as amended. 
"Hazardous wastes" excluded from a solid waste disposal facility penuissiblc by this Zoning Code arc 
as defined in Ohio Administrative Code Chapter 3745-51, and as amended. 

Solid Waste Disposa l Facility: Any site, location, tract of land, iJJstallation, or bui lding used for 
incineration, com posting, sanitary land filling, or oU1cr methods of disposal of solid wastes. 

Solid Waste T ransfer Station: Auy site, location, tract efland, installation, or building that is used or 
intended to be used primarily for the purpose of transferring solid wastes that are generated offtl1e 
premises of the facility from vehicles or containers into other veh.icles or containers for transportation 
to a solid waste disposal facility. 

Specilied Ana tomical Arens: Used in tl1e Zoning Code for the regulation of Sexually Oriented 
Businesses means and includes any oftbe following: 

( J) Less than completely and opaquely covered human genitals, pubic region, buttocks, anus, 
or female breast below a point immediately above ilie top of the areola; or, 
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(2) Human male genitals in a discernibly turgid state even if completely and opaquely covered. 

Specified Criminal Acts: The offenses defined in Ohio Revised Code Chapter 2907, as an1ended, and 
similar offenses pursuant to municipal ordioances, township/county resolutions of this or any other 
state, the statutes and regulations of any other state or of the United States, or tax violations in 
connection with Sexually Oriented Busioess. 

Specified Sexual Activities: "Specified sexual activities" as used in the Zoning Code for U1e 
regulation of Sexually Oriented Businesses means and iocludes any of the followi11g 

( I) The fondling, intentional touching of human genitals, pubic region, buttocks, anus, or 
female breast. 

(2) Sex acts, normal or perverted, actual or simulated, iocluding intercourse, oral copulation, or 
sodomy; or, 

(3) Masturbation, actual or simulation; or, 
(4) Human genitals io a state of sexual stimulation, arousal, or tumescence; or 

(5) Excretory functions as part of, or in connection with, any of the activities set forth in 
subdivisions ( 1) through (4) 

Stable: Building(s) and other structures and the land on which located used, designed, or ioteoded for 
Uw boarding of domestic animals, most typically horses, iocludiog associated grazing, exercise, 
training, and show areas. 

Stormwater Po llution Prevention Plan (S\VPPP): The plan whicb describes all U1e elements oflhe 
storm water strategy implemented during and after construction. The plan addresses erosion control 
and storrnwater quality. 

Stormwntcr Quality Trea tment: The removal of pollutants from urban run-off and improvement of 
water quality, accomplished largely by deposition and utilizing U1e benefits of natural processes. 

Ston •: The space in a building between U1e surface of one floor, other than a mezzanine, to that of the 
next floor above it or to the ceiliog from the uppermost floor (See Basement). 

Story, Half: A habitable space io a buildiog above U1e highest nlll story below it and under a sloping 
roof of the buildiog, if the line of intersection of the roof and wall is three (3) feet or less above its 
floor. (Also see Habitable Space.) 

Stream : A surface watercourse wilb a well-defined bed and bank, either natural or artificial, which 
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contains and conducts continuous or periodical flowing water in such a way that perennial terrestrial 
vegetation cannot establish roots within the channel. 

Stream Sctbacl<: l11e distance set back from each bank of a stream to protect the stream setback area 
and stream from structural encroachment, impacts of development and streamside residents from 
impacts of flooding and land loss through erosion. Stream setbacks contain all land in between them to 
each side ofthe stream for which defined and required by the establishment criteria specified in this 
Section. 

Stream Setbacl< A rca: A transitional area between flowing water and terrestrial ecosystems, which 
provides a continuous exchange of nutrients and woody debris between land and water. lltis area may 
or may not be periodically influenced by flooding, but oflen includes floodplain of the stream. Stream 
setback areas, if appropriately sized and managed, help to stabilize banks, limit erosion, reduce flood­
size flows, and/or filter and settle out runoff pollutants, or perfomt other functions consistent with the 
purposes of this Section. 

Street , Public: A public way-roadway same-in-func-tierHIS-!Hoad;-00!-rnest-efu!n-wiliJ:i!Hiedieatea_ 
constructed within the boundaries of :m ofticially deeded and accepted public right- of-way flanked 
by public utilities easements, sidewalks, and bikeways and having curbs and gutters raU1er than side 
ditches for pavement drainage. (See Road and Thoroughfare.) 

Street, Private: Any road or street Uta! is not publicly owned and maintained and used for access by 
the occupants of the development, U1eir quest guests, and-tfle-geneml-puelie the necessary service and 
emereency vehicles. 

Sfrucfu re: Anything constructed or erected, the use of which requires a permanent location on the 
ground or attached to something having a pem1anent loc.1tion on the ground, including, but not limited 
to trailers or mobile homes, tents, signs, swinmtiug pools, pergolas, kiosks, pilings, piers, and 
bulkheads, but not including septic tanks and septic systems; and accessory facilities associated wiU1 
the provision of utilities such as drains, wells, lransfonners, and telephone poles. 

Structure, Minor: Any small accessory structure or building such as birdhouses, tool houses, pet 
houses, play equipment, arbors, fire pits, outdoor cooking and grill islands, outdoor fireplaces, and­
walls and fence&. standalone generator:;, and electric vehicle charging units. 

Subd ivision: The division of a parcel of land, per Ohio Revised Code (OR C) Section 711 .001 and the 
Warren County Subdivision Regulations (Also see!&!.. Lot of Record. and Parcel.) 

Structure, Temporary: A struch.1re wiUtout a foundation or foot ing, to be removed upon the expiration 
oftlte pennitting time frame. 

Subdivision: "n!e division of a parcel of land, per Ohio Revised Code (ORC) Section 711.001 and the 
Warren County Subdivision Regulations (Also see Lot, Lot of Record. and Parcel.) 

Subsfanlial Enlargement of a Sexually Oriented Dusincss: An increase in the original Ooor area 
occupied by a sexually oriented business by more than 15 percent. 

Suburbnn fringe: A transition zone between the city/villages and the rural area that arc identified by 
the fo llowing zoning districts "R I-D", "R2", and "R3". 

Swimming Pool: A recreational use structure, above or ill ground, containing water eighteen (IS) 
inches or greater in depth, for purposes of swintming, wading, or bathing, inclusive of support facilities 
in relation thereto, such as enclosure fencing. 

Telecommunications Fncilit)•: A FCC pem1itted wireless telecommuoications facility thai exists oo or 
afler October 31, 1996. 
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Telecommunications Facility, Base Station: Transmission equipment ru1d any non-tower structure 
that facilitates FCC permitted wi.reless communications. 

Telecommunications Facility, Collocat ion: The i.nstallation ofadditional iiansmission equipment on 
an existing tower or other pem1iHed support structure. 
Telecommunica tions Facil ity, El igible Facilities Request: A request to modify an existing tower 
ru1<llor base station that does not cause a substantial change to the physical dimensions of the tower or 
other support siiucture or base station, involving: 
(a) Collocating new transmission equipment; 
(b) Removing trru1smission equipment; or 
(c) Replacing transmission equipment. 

Te lecornmunicnlions Facility, E ligible Suppo1i Structure: A tower or other support structure that 
exists when a modification application is filed with the Warren County Zoning Inspector. 

Telecommunica tions Facility, Equipment: Equipment that facilitates transmission and reception of 
FCC licensed or authorized wireless communication signals, including, but not limited to, antennas, 
coaxial or fiber-optic cable, radio trru1sceivers, and regular and backup power supply. 

Telecommunications Faci lity, Site: The area within the boundary of the leased or owned property U1at 
underlies and surrounds a telecommunications tower, or other support structure, aJJd base station, and 
including, but not limited to any access driveway, utility service line, aJJd fall-radius easements related 
to the faci lity. 

Tclccommunicnlions Facility, Sma ll Cell Tower: A tower greater thru1 the zoning district height but 
under fifty (50) feel, or an existing facility that has been adapted for the location of transmission or 
related equipment to be used in the provision of Cellular Telecommunications Services. The term Small 
Cell Tower includes mini cell towers, distributed antenna system towers, micro cell towers, mini cell, 
or similar systems. 

Telecommunications Facility, Substantial Change: Modifications to ilie physical dimensions of an 
eligible support structure U1at quali fy according to the criteria specified in Section 3.205.ll(N) (2). 

Telecommunications Facility, Telecommunications Tower: A tower constructed for, or an existi.ng 
facility that bas been adapted for, the location of transmission or related equipment to be used in the 
provision of Cellular Telecommw1ications Services or Personal Communication Services. The usc 
excludes Smal l Cell Towers. 

Telecommunications Facility, Tower: A guy-wi.red, melal laUice, or monopole structure Uwt is for 
the sole or primary purpose of supporting FCC permitted antennas and any associated equipment for 
facilitating wireless communication services. 

Thermophilic Singe: A biological stage in the composting process characterized by a hlgh rate of 
decomposition, large heat generation, and temperah1res generally above one hundred ( 1 00) degrees 
Fahrenheit. 

Thoroughfare Plan: The main or heavily traveled public roads, siieets, or highways, identified by 
functional classification in U1e Warren County Official TI.1oroughfare Plan in being higher than Local 
in class. (See, Road, Street and Official TI1orougbfare Plan). 

Time ofTravel Dounda ry: A locus of points from which water takes aJ1 equal amount of time to 
reach a given destination such as a well or well field. 

Towers: Any free-standing or attached structure to a building or oU1er structure; owned or principally 
used by a public utility or other person or entity that exceeds twice the permitted height requirement of 
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the district. 

T raffic Impact Study: A study which assesses the effects that a particular development's traffic will 
have on the transportation network. The report includes an analysis of anticipated roadway conditions, 

traffic circulation patterns and volumes. These studies are used to help evaluate whether the 
development is appropriate for a site and what type oftransportation improvements may be necessary. 

Travel Trailer: (See recreational vehicle) 

True!< Camper: (See recreational vehicle) 

True!< Terminal: A specialized distribution building for red istributiug goods from one truck to 
another as an intermediate transfer point. These facilities are primarily used for staging loads (rather 
that long-term storage) and possess very little if any storage. 

TSCA: 1l1e Toxk Substance Control Act, as amended, 15 U.S.C. 2601 et seq. 

Underground Storage Ta n!<: One or any combination oftanks, includi11g the underground pipes 
connected thereto, that are used to contain an accumulation of regulated substances U1e volume of 
which, including the volume of the underground pipes cor111ected thereto, is ten per cent or more 
beneath U1e surface ofU1e ground. ORC_3737.87(P) 

Usc: 1l1e specific purpose for which land inclusive of U1e building(s) and other structure(s) thereon and 
the activities and operations thereof are utilized, designed, arranged, intended, occupied, or maintained. 

Usc, Tcmpora1·y: A use permitted for a period of time specified per this code. 

Utility Scale Wind Farm: Wind Energy Conversion System (WECS) installations with a total 
generating capacity over 5 megawatts which are subject to certification by the Ohio Power Siting 
Board. 

Variance: A modification of the strict terms of this Code, if granted by the Board of Zoning Appeals 
(BZA). 

Ycterinm·y Animal Hospital or Clinic: A business use ofland and structures thereon as a place used 
for the medical and surgical care, diagnosis, and treatment of animals, including grooming and 
boarding accommodations for treatment purposes of observation and recuperation. 

Warehouse Depot: A use engaged in storage of manufactured products, supplies, and equipment. 1l1is 
uses is characterized by frequent trucking activity, open storage of material, but does not involve 
manufacturing, production or sell ing ofthe goods they handle. 

Wastewater Disposal System, Central: (See Central Sanitary Sewage System) 

Wastcwntet· Disposal System, On-Site: A system for the purposes of storing, treating, and disposing 
of sewage and wastewater generated by the use on the site. 

Wate1· Pollution: The unpemtitted release of sediment from disturbed areas, solid waste, leachate, or 
other contan1inants into the waters oflhe state. 

Water System, Centra l: A public system which provides water supply to a development, community, 
or region. 

Water System, On-Site: A well or oU1er similar installation on a site which provides a water supply 
for the uses on the site. 

Waters of the State: All streams, lakes, ponds, marshes, watercourses, waterways, weLls, springs, 
ilrigation systems, drainage systems, and all other bodies or accumulations of water, surface and 
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underground, natural or artificial, which are wholly or partly within, or border upon, the zoning 
jurisdiction, except those private waters which do not combine or affect a junction with natural surface 
or underground waters. (ORC 1509.01) 

Wedding Facility, Event Center : A building or group of buildings where weddings; retreats; 
seminars; conununity events; private parties; and similar events are conducted in exchange for 
compensation. This use may include, but is not limited to, facilities for food preparation and servi11g, 
parking faci lities, a caretaker residence, and administrative offices.

Wetlands: Those areas that are inundated or saturated by surface or groundwater at a frequency ru1d 
duration sufficient to support, and U1at under nonnal circumstances do support, a prevalence of 
vegetation typically adapted for li fe in saturated soil conditions. Wetlands generally include swamps, 
marshes, bogs, fens, and similar areas, as defined by Soil & Water Conservation. 

Wind E nergy Conversion System: (WECS) means ru1 aggregation of parts including the base, tower, 
generator, rotor, blades, supports, guy wires, aJ!d accessory equipment such as utility interco1111ections, 
battery brulks, etc. in such a cou.figuration as necessary to convert the power of wind into mechanical or 
eleclrical energy. WECS are also known as wind chargers, windmills, or wind turbines. 

Wind T urbine: A machine that converts the wind's kinetic energy into rotary mechanical energy, 
which is then used to do work. 

Ynrd: An open space, other than a courtyard, on the lot of a principal building, unoccupied by 
buildings or structures from the ground to the sky except by lrees or shrubbery or as oU1erwise 
pennitted per this Code. The depth of each required yard is measured between the setback line inward 
parallel from the lot line (see illustration). 

Yard, Fron t: The yard extending the full width of the lot between the roacVstreet right-of-way line at 
the front of the lot aJ!d the closest point of contact to the principal structure, with the minimum depth 
thereof measured from the right-of-way line established by the Wruren County Official Thoroughfare 
Plan (see illustration). 

Ya rd , Rea r: The yard extending U1e fu ll width of the lot between the closest distance from U1e rear lot 
line or rear-most point on a pie-shaped lot and the first point of contact by a principal structure (see 
illustration). 

Yard, Side: TI1e yard ex1ending from the fron t yard to the rear yard (except in the case of a comer lot) 
between the closest point of contact by a principal structure and the nearest side lot line (see 
illustration) (also see Lot Line, Side). 
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Yard ' Vnstc: Leaves, branches, and limbs trimmed or pruned from trees and shrubs, lawn, or other 
vegetative ground cover, clippings, and garden waste. 

Yard Waste Cornposting Facility: A composting facility receiving only yard wastes, animal wastes 
incidentally associated therewith, and bulking agents as defmed herein. 

Zoning District (n.kn. Zone): An area designation for one ofthe several zoning classifications 
defined in this Code which is applied or may be requested for application to part or all of one (I) or 
more parcels of land, in specifying the permitting provisions, restrictions, and requirements for use of 
land and structures therein located. (See Zoning Overlay and Planned Unil Development.) 

Zoning Inspector: Person(s) appointed by the Board of Warren County Commissioners to administer 
and enforce the Zoning Code. 

Zoning l'dap, Offic ial: TI1e graphic depiction oftbe boundaries ofU1e various Zoning Districts and 
Z011ing Overlays which have been respectively applied in a unifonn maflller to all parcels of property 
under Warren County Zoning jurisdiction. (See§ 2.102 of the Zoning Code.) 

Zoning Overlay: A specific zoning area designation applied over the underlying zoning already 
applicable on part or all of one (l) or more parcel(s) which modifies U1e zoning regulations(Sce § 2.101 
of the Zoning Code). 

Zoning Permit: TI1e official document issued by the Zoning Inspector that certi fies that U1e use, 
development, and/or structUies on a lot or parcel meet all pem1ilting requirements ofthe Zoning Code. 

Zoning Supplementa l Reg ula lions: Provisions, restrictions, ru1d conditional requirements specified in 
the Zoning Code, which may be applicable in addition to the Zoning District and Zoning Overlay 
regulations.

PROFESSIONAL SERVICE CONTRACT 

THIS AGREEMENT, is made by and between the City of Lebanon, Ohio, hereinafter referred to 

as "City" and the Warren County Board of County Commissioners, hereinafter referred to as 

"the County," witnesses: 

WHEREAS, the Lebanon Building Department has been certified by the State of Ohio Board of 

Building Standards to exercise enforcement authority, to accept and approve plans and 

specifications, and to make inspections pursuant to sections 3781.10 (E) (1) and (E) 2 of 

the Ohio Revised Code; and 

WHEREAS, the City desires to engage the services of the County to perform Services as defined 

in Exhibit A; and 

WHEREAS, the County is authorized to enter into this Professional Service Contract with the City 

pursuant to section 307.15(A)(1) of the Ohio Revised Code; and 

NOW, THEREFORE, for and in consideration of the promises, covenants and agreements herein 

contained, the parties mutually agree as follows: 

1. SCOPE OF SERVICES. The County shall, in a satisfactory and proper manner as determined 

by the City Manager of the City, provide building permit processing and inspection scheduling, 

building inspection, plan review, and Building Official services as delineated in Exhibit A of this 

agreement 

2. TERM. This agreement shall remain in effect for a period of 5 years after execution of the 

agreement pursuant to the terms and conditions of this agreement 

3. COMPENSATION AND METHOD OF PAYMENT. City shall pay the County for services 

rendered seventy-five percent (75%) of all building permit fees collected, as outlined in the 

Lebanon Code of Ordinances, charged by Lebanon (excluding the supplemental 1% or 3% fee 

paid directly to the Ohio Board of Building Standards). The City may waive all or part of the 

fees due by an applicant for a specific permit but such action shall not relieve the City of the 

obligation to pay seventy five percent (75%) of the then published fee schedule to the County. 

Collection of the permit fees shall be the sole responsibility of the County. 

4. SUBCONTRACTING. None of the work or services covered by this Contract shall be 

subcontracted without the prior approval of the City. Any work or services subcontracted 

hereunder shall be specified by written contract reviewed by the City before execution, which 

contract shall explicitly state that it is subject to each provision of this Contract. 

5. ASSIGNABILITY. The County shall not assign any interest in this Contract, and shall not transfer 

any interest in the same, whether by assignment or novation, without prior written consent of the 

City. 



6. TERMINATION. 

A. Termination of Contract for Cause. If, through any cause, the County shall fail to fulfill in 

a timely and proper manner his obligations under this Contract, or if the County violates any of the 

covenants or agreements of this Contract, the City shall have the right to terminate this Contract 

by giving written notice to the County specifying the effective date of the termination, at least Ten 

(10) days before such effective date. In such event, all finished or unfinished documents, data, 

studies, and reports prepared by the County under this Contract shall, at the option of the City, 

become its property and the County shall be entitled to receive equitable compensation for any 

work satisfactorily completed. Notwithstanding the above, the County shall not be relieved of 

liability to the City for damages sustained by the City by virtue of any breach of the Contract by the 

County. 

B. Alternatives to Termination. In the event the County fails to fulfill the terms and conditions 

of this Contract in a timely and diligent manner, the City reserves the right, at its sole option, as an 

alternative to termination of the Contract, to reduce the services required herein of the County and 

reduce the project budget in a manner which reflects such a reduction, by giving notice of such in 

writing, stating the date such reduction will become effective. 

C. Termination of Contract for Convenience. Both the City and the County may terminate 

this Contract at any time by giving at least one-hundred and twenty (120) days notice in writing. If 

the Contract is terminated i!S provided herein, the County shall be paid an amount which bears the 

same ratio to the total compensation as the services actually performed bear to the total services 

of the County covered by this Contract, less payments of compensation previously made. 

7. COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS AND POLICIES. 

A. In the performance of services under this Contract, the County shall comply with all statutes, 

ordinances, regulations, and rules of the State of Ohio and the City of Lebanon, which are 

applicable to the expenditure of public funds, and in effect at the time of service. 

B. Whenever under the Contract, City notices, approvals, authorizations, waivers, instructions 

or determinations are required, they shall be effective only when given either (1) in writing and 

signed by the City or (2) by general issuances or regulations issued from time-to-time by the City. 

8. LIABILITY. 

A. All personnel or agents of the County shall, for the purposes of allocation of liability to third 

parties only, be deemed to be acting under the direction and control of the County and not under 

the direction and control of any other party to this Contract, and their employer or principal shall 

assume the risk of any liability to third parties arising from the conduct, acts or omissions of such 

personnel or agents. In the event of any claim or action arising from any circumstances to which 

this Contract applies, and whether or not a reservation of rights is made, the parties, as condition

of this Contract, shall give their full cooperation to any party defending such a claim or action. 

B. Each party to this Agreement agrees to be liable for the negligent acts or negligent 

omissions by or through itself, its employees and agents. Each party further agrees to defend itself 

and themselves and pay any judgments and costs arising out of such negligent acts or omissions, 

and nothing in this Agreement shall impute or transfer any such liability from one to the other. 

9. EVALUATION, REPORTS, INFORMATION, AND AUDIT. The County agrees to participate 

fully in all evaluation activities initiated by the City. At such times and in such form the City may 

require, the County shall furnish the City such reports as may be requested pertaining to the 

work or services undertaken pursuant to this Contract, the costs and obligations incurred or to be 

incurred in connection therewith, and any other matters covered by this Contract. The County 

shall retain all financial and administrative records for a minimum of three years following 

completion of the contract, and shall permit the City or any of its representatives or auditors 

access to such records. 

10. INSURANCE. As evidence of the County's ability to be responsible for its allocation of risks 

stated in paragraph 8 herein, the County warrants it is self-insured for Worker's Compensation, 

and further, for purposes of public liability insurance the County is self-insured but is a member of 

a risk shared pool coverage, namely County Risk Sharing Authority (C.O.R.S.A.) whose contact 

information is: 209 E. State Street Columbus, Ohio 43215, Telephone: 1-866-455-8039 and web 

page: http://www.ccao.org, the coverage an licy of limits of which being identified in the 

attached Memorandum of Coverag (2o.:(3-2oiK4).

1. The City agrees that the County shall exercise enforcement authority for inspections and make 
inspections on behalf of the City and shall review plans and specifications. Such authority conveyed to 
County by this agreement shall be no more than the authority conveyed to Lebanon, Ohio by its Building 
Codes and by the Ohio Revised Code Sections 3781.10 (E) (1) and (E) (2). 

2. The County agrees to exercise enforcement authority for inspections and plan review within the City 
and to make inspections and plan review on behalf of the City. No waiver of code requirements shall be 
issued by the County. Inspections shall be performed on a regular basis during normal business hours, 
except for inspections that must be performed during hours of darkness or during commercial "shut-down" 
conditions. Plan review shall routinely be performed within 72 hours of receipt of plans, for 1, 2, and 3 
family dwellings. Plans to be reviewed under the requirements of the Ohio Building Code will routinely be 
reviewed within 3 to1 0 business days from receipt of plans. Failure to render services in compliance with 
the Ohio Building Code will result in non-payment to the County. Plans are to be submitted to the Warren 

County Building Department's office at its address as identified above. 

3. The County agrees that inspectors will be available by telephone to respond to citizen queries between 
.&e98R: JAJ 5 oepw, on days when the County is normally open for business. All inspectors and plan 
reviewers will maintain the relevant state certification as required by law. 

7/Jitt-'d'Aft.. The City has established a statutory building permit fee schedule which is enumerated in the City's 
Codified Ordinances, which may be changed from time to time at the discretion of the City. The County 
agrees to submit any dispute regarding the Lebanon building code to the duly appointed Appeals Board 
for final decision and to accept such decision. 

5. The County agrees to furnish the following specific services to the City: 

a. Examine plans and specifications for proposed work, as required by the Lebanon Building 
Code, the Ohio Residential Code and the Ohio Building Code. Such examination and plan 
approval pertains only in general to technical and energy code compliance. Any part which may 
be in violation will not be considered as being approved. Site plan and related zoning permit 
fees shall be reviewed and retained by Lebanon. The County will not knowingly issue any 
building permit until a zoning certificate has been approved. 

b. The County shall process all building permits and appropriate fees at their location. The 
County shall reimburse the City on a monthly basis 25% of all the fees collected during the 
preceding month. 

c. Upon request, advise applicants on Code requirements, but shall not perform design services 
for the completion of inadequate applications. 

d. Perform job inspections of all work described on the application and plans, including the 
installation of equipment. Such service shall be provided promptly in the order received or 
scheduled without regard to type or extent of work, but within normal scheduling. 

e. Upon request of the Lebanon Law Director, make itself reasonably available for and shall 
testify in any judicial proceeding or any formal or informal dispute resolution proceeding 
involving issues arising from the performance of the services herein described. After the first 
appearance on a specific case, County shall be paid $100.00 per hour for the time any of its 
employees or principals shall take to fulfill the requirement as set forth in this section.

f. Provide emergency inspections after normal working hours at a rate of $50 per hour for 
residential and $100 per hour for commercial inspections. 

g. All documents, including applications, plan review, job progress reports and inspection 
reports shall remain the property of the City. 

h. Serve as the Building Official for the City. Responsibilities will include pre-permit submittal 
reviews and project evaluations for proposed projects as requested by the City.
