Did You Know?
EMD, EFD and EPD Recertification Due in February and March 2018

For the first group that was trained in EMD/EFD/EPD, recertification will be necessary in Febru-
ary and March. EMD recertification applications can be accepted as early as six months before

the expiration date and as late as 90-days after. The process is:

1. Submit verification of 24 hours of CDE during RECERTIFY

the 2-year recertification period, with each

credit based on an hour of participation.
2. Submit a copy of a current, valid CPR card.

3. Successfully complete the Academy’s “open
protocol” 50 question correspondence recerti-

fication exam with a score of at least 80%.

4. The completed application package can then
be for warded to the main business office so

that it can be submitted with the proper fee.
