Ohio Alerts Training

Recently the Communications Center hosted an 
Ohio Alerts Training. This training discussed when 
to use “alerts” for LEADS/NCIC entries for Missing 
Persons.  
 
An “Alert” is an additional tool for law enforcement 

used to help locate a missing child or adult. Alerts 

utilize the media and other partners to broadcast the 

information. It is basically a “Media Release” sent to 

all media outlets statewide.  

  
In order for an alert to be attached to a Missing Per-

son’s entry into LEADS/NCIC, it must meet certain 

criteria.  
 

Amber Alert  
 Under 18 years of age 

 Law enforcement believes the abduction poses a credible threat of immediate danger of serious bodily harm or 

death to the child. 

 There is sufficient descriptive information about the child, the suspect and or the circumstances surrounding the 

abduction to believe that activation of the alert will help locate the child. 

 Law enforcement determines that the child is not a runaway and has not been abducted as a result of a family 

abduction, unless it is determined that the child is in immediate danger or serious bodily harm or death. 

 

Endangered Missing Child Alert 
 A child that does not meet criteria for “Amber Alert” but is still at risk  

 Under 18 years of age 

 Missing child- Runaway, Lost Non-Witnessed/Non-Confirmed abduction, Child is missing with circumstances 

unknown. 

 Confirmed missing by law enforcement and victim is in danger of serious bodily harm or death. 

 There is enough descriptive information concerning the circumstances, suspect, vehicle, and victim where the 

public would be able to assist. 

 

Endangered Missing Adult Alert  
 65 years and older or any adult with a mental disability/impairment (disability must be diagnosed by a medical 

professional.) 

 Confirmed missing by Law Enforcement 

 The disappearance poses a credible threat of immediate danger or serious bodily harm or death to the individual. 

 There is sufficient descriptive information about the individual and the circumstances surrounding the individu-

al’s disappearance to indicate the activation of the alert will help locate the individual.

Basic Crime Scene Processing 
 
Attendees will be taught a 
comprehensive overview of crime 
scene documentation and processing. 
 
 
The course covers a wide variety of 
topics from evidence recognition, 
collection and packaging as well as 
more advanced aspects of analysis 
such the importance of bloodstain 
patterns and shooting trajectory. 
 
 
Current methods to enhance blood 
and latent print evidence will also be 
demonstrated. 
  
 
A holistic approach of crime scene 
processing is stressed and all crime 
scene investigators will walk away 
with an understanding of each func-
tion within the scene. 
  
 
Every portion of instruction will be fol-
lowed with a hands-on practical exer-
cise to demonstrate a student’s abil-
ity. 
 
 
Crime Scene Processing is a 40-hour 
course and has been approved by the 
IAI for course hour credit.

Outdoor Warning Sirens-New Policy 
 
The Outdoor Warning Sirens are tested every 1st Wednesday of the month at 12:00 P.M. unless there is 

severe weather or extreme temperatures that may damage siren parts if sounded. The sirens are acti-

vated here in the Dispatch Center. The cities of Lebanon and Franklin activate their own sirens. 

 

During 2018 most Warren County jurisdictions have performed maintenance on their sirens and while 

doing so also programmed a new zone code to allow for a 2nd type of siren sound to warn those out-

doors of a chemical emergency. This siren sound is a wail tone that increases in pitch and lasts no long-

er than 3 minutes. 

 

The County activated sirens can now be activated by zone, as well as county-wide. The zone activation 

will be based on the warning issued, location of the sighting and the direction of travel.   

 

These sirens are meant to be heard for those that are outside who need to seek shelter! By having the 

ability to only activate a particular zone, it reduces the confusion for those that in the past would hear 

the sirens in Franklin Twp. when the warning may only be for those in the Mason area.
