Warren county was established May 1,1803 and was named after General Jo-
seph Warren; whom was a patriot in the American Revolution and died at the
Battle of Bunker Hill.

Warren County covers over 403 square miles and has a population of over
227,000. Warren County has 2 major interstates, 12 state highways and 2 major
rivers. The county has 4 cities, 9 villages and 11 townships.

There are 4 dispatch centers in the county; Franklin Dispatch, Lebanon Dis-
patch, Ohio State Patrol and Warren County Communications Center. Warren
County has 3 PSAPs (Public Safety Answering Points) ; which means they are
responsible for answering emergency calls. The PSAPS in our county are
Franklin Dispatch, Lebanon Dispatch and Warren County Communications
Center.

Warren County Communications Center covers 10 police agencies and 13 fire/
EMS agencies. Other agencies that we dispatch for are; the dog warden office,
adult probation, juvenile probation, coroners office, road departments, water &
sewer departments, children services, and the health department.

Our dispatch center has 15 consoles; 2 are used as supervisor positions. We are
currently fully staffed with 33 dispatchers (5 of those are in training), 6 supervi-
sors, a training coordinator, operations manager and director.

There are 4, 12 hour shifts; 2 0800-2000 shifts & 2 2000-0800 shifts.

HELPING OVERDOSE through PREVENTION & EDUCATION

Would you like to help that person struggling with drug or alcohol use that has gone a bit too far? Maybe it happened slowly- but now they
are starting to behave in a way that will lead to criminal charges, medical complications or outright overdose. Maybe is happened suddenly,
like someone partied too much, or are suffering from some type of crisis. Any number of possibilities exist- but this person needs help now.
Project HOPE (Helping Overdose through Prevention and Education) can help you help them. Go to www.QRTrefer.com
(QRT Refer), register your phone or tablet and enter the information into the Warren County CorData system. Once registered,
simply enter the available information and we will sent the Quick Response Team (QRT) to determine what type of help is
needed.

Alcohol, Opioids, Meth, or any other substance fits. The QRT works to connects people using substances to treatment op-
tions. The team is comprised of fire/EMS, social services and law enforcement members working to make a positive impact in
the lives of those who need it most. Our goal is to connect with your referral within a week of any substance use related call,
whether it be an overdose, other medical problem or an incident involving law enforcement where drug or alcohol abuse is
suspected.

The collaboration between multiple organizations allows for a non-judgmental, therapeutic approach to help get people en-
gaged with treatment, meeting them where they are. The team makes weekly visits and initiates conversations that lead to
change- over 45% in the first year of operations. Change needed in so many of our resident’s lives. Family and friends of those
struggling with Opioids are eligible to receive FREE Project DAWN (Deaths Avoided with Naloxone) kits.

CAUTION OHIO POLICE (COP) FILE

The Caution Ohio Police (COP) file is an Ohio only LEADS file developed as a means to quickly dissemi-
nate information about potentially dangerous situations. This file is not a replacement for the Wanted Per-

sons File and cannot be used as the basis to search, detain, or arrest. Each COP entry will generate an
OHALLCOPS broadcast. The COP file includes four types of records: Immediate Threat, Taylor Alert,
Homeland Security and Blue Alert.

Immediate Threat records are those which warn of potential danger. These records are automatically
purged after 48 hours unless modified and/or updated and the entering agency receives a follow-up vali-
dation notice every 8 hours until the record expires.

Taylor Alert (aka long-tern caution) records can only be entered into the COP File after written approval
has been obtained from the chief of police, county sheriff, law enforcement agency administrator or their
assigned designee and must meet the following criteria:
Any previous conviction for an act of violence (assault) against law enforcement officer. (This does
not include resisting arrest or fleeing)
A verbal threat of physical harm specifically directed toward law enforcement personnel.

Taylor alert records remain in the system until cancelled or cleared by the entering agency and are validat-
ed once a quarter to ensure updated and correct information.

Homeland Security records are entered when there is a potential risk to state or national security. A
homeland security threat is considered to be the possibility of catastrophic loss of life or property within
the United States itself. Homeland security records remain in the system until cancelled or cleared by the
entering agency. The entering agency will receive a follow-up validation notice every 6 hours for the first
24hrs after the record is entered.

Blue Alert records are entered in the event of a tragedy involving a critically injured or killed LEO where
the suspect(s) are still at large, or in the event of a missing LEO. The Blue Alert security records remain in
the system until cancelled or cleared by the entering agency and are validated once a quarter to ensure up-
dated and correct information.

An agency may query the COP File directly to retrieve a listing of:

All COP records on file for the entire state, a particular county or a particular quadrant of the state.
