Course Description: This course prepares state and local re-
sponse personnel and other responsible agencies and profes-
sionals to handle mass fatalities effectively and to work with 
the survivors in an emergency or disaster. This course covers 
incident management, mass fatalities, planning before and op-
erations during an incident, establishing the morgue, family 
assistance support operation, and assistance from the federal 
government. The course concludes with a tabletop exercise. 

Participants will learn to identify the characteristics of a mass 
fatality incident and identify the roles and responsibilities of 
key personnel in the incident. In addition, the instructor will 
describe the steps required to respond to a mass fatalities inci-
dent, including catastrophic numbers of fatalities and contami-
nated remains, and help participants determine their jurisdic-
tion’s preparedness for a mass fatalities event.
